RECESS IN SESSIONS OF COAL
OPERATORS AND MINERS

Buffalo, X. T., Oct. 2. The confer-
ence of coal operators and miners of
the central competitive field this after-
noon took a. recess until next Thurs-
day, when they. will reconvene in Phil-
adelphia. The operators wanted to
meet in Washington. . but the miners
were opposed to the national capital.

The .desire of the operators to meet
in Washington, it was intimated, was
based on their belief that ultimately
the government must take a hand in
the wage scale negotiations if a strike
of the 400,000 miners set for Nov. 1 is
to be avoided.

SUPPLY OF SUGAR IN NEW
ENGLAND 25 PER CENT. SHORT

Boston. Oct. 2. The ' available sup-
ply of sugar for New England is about
25 per cent, below requirements andconsumers in this region will ..have
to limit their use of the. product forat least three months to three quar-
ters of the amount generally con-
sumed. Brigadier General John H.
Snerburne, hairman of the state com-
mission on necessaries of life, said to-
night. He attributed the shortage to
increased demand for sugar for candy,
the deficiency in last year s supply
and increased general consumption.

In an effort to meet conditions cre-ate- d,

by the shortage. General Sher
burne said a committee had been or-
ganized in the sugar trade, the duty
of ' which would be to equalize allot-
ments among wholesalers and supply
men. He said sugar cards would not
be used unless it became , absolutely
necessay.

The coal situation was not alarm-
ing the commission. General Sher-
burne said, but it was . certain that
there would be no reduction in price
before net spring. The commission
advises everyone to place orders im-
mediately for tne necessary winter
supply, so that dealers may know just
what the needs will be.

With respect to prices of general
commodities. General Sherburne said
the commission had found that since
September 9, when its first fair price
list was issued, pork products had
dropped in price about 10 per cent,
beef 6 per cent., lamb 5 per cent, and
general s an average of five
and three-tenth- s per cent. He ex-
pects a further advance in the prices
of butter and eggs, but in other com-
modities the commission looks for a
steady decline in prices.

JEWISH WAF? SUFFERERS ATE
GRASS TO PROLONG LIFE

Xew Terk, Oct. 2. Bringing a story
of a starving people reduced to eatina
nettle grass in desperate ecorts to
prolon glife, Jacob Bashein of the joint
distribution committee for the relief
of Jewish war sufferers arrived home
today from the devastated Volinya
district of Poland.

Mrs. Bashein conducted a motor re-
lief caravan of food supplies and med-
icines through the Volinya section, and
encountered horrors which he said
words failed to describe. He left there
August 24, last, and came direct to
Xew York. His statement, issued to-
night, tells of five months of first hand
touch with actual conditions.

"For six weeks prior to the arriv-
al of our transport most of the peo-
ple subsisted on a diet of grass, a
sort of nettle, as one result of eating
which the body becomes swollen anil
the flesh turns black," Mr. Bashein's
statement said.

"From hunger and the grass diet
the flesh becomes separated from the
bones. I have seen many such eases,
and removed the sufferers to cities
where hospitals exist. One becomes
horror stricken to see their condi
tion.

ARGUMENT AGAINST THE
SYSTEM OF SELLING STEEL

Washington. Oct. 2. Tne charge
that the existing practice of - selling
raw steel on a single basing point at
Pittsburgh in a means of illegal price
control is made in arguments on this
vexed issue between steel producing
concerns on the one hand and fabri
cators and manufacturing industries
on the other, made public today by the
federal trade commission.

Following a formal complaint last
summer by the Western Association of
Rolled Steel Consumers against the
United States Steel Corporation and
other producing companies, charging
violation of the Clayton anti-tru- st

law and the Federal Trade Commis-
sion law and the request at the same
time by Judge Elbert H. Gary and oth-
er representatives of steel mills that
the commission assume jurisdiction,
the commission asked expressions of
opinion from all interested parties.
Replies from seventy nine concerns
which have Joined, in the proceedings
were made public today.

The commission is now considering
placing the question on a formal bas-
is for trial, as requested by the par-
ties. Judge Gary is reported to have
said that should the commission as-
sume jurisdiction, the case probably
would develop into "the greatest law
suit m the history of the country.

- Under the existing system steel is
sold throughout the united States at
the prevailing price at Pittsburgh,
plus a charge equivalent to the freight
rate from Pittsburgh to the point
where the steel is delivered, regardless
of the location of the mill selling the
shipment and regardless of the actual
freight charge Involved.

This practice those' favoring the
