Some so-called “arrested”
cases have been transferred to conva-
lescenl deiachments of one or another
of the oimps as “returned o duty
cases” from whicih they are soon dis-=
charged. Heretofore- these men have
not been surveyved by the vocational
advisers, nor In many cases had
pointed out to the them the oppor-
tunities for training and placement
whun the government offers

“If some extra-governmental azency
develops such & shop or shops for the
vocational training of discharged tub-
erculous soldiers, the Federa! Beard
can cooperate with such an agency by
providing certain equipment and in-
structors. The Natlonal Tuberculos-
i Association I8 negotiating with one
of its constituent agencies for the es-
tablishment of a shop and hag agreed
to sub=idize the project up to the sum
of $10,600. It is hoped that other cities
will also develop shops adapted to their
particular location and needs.”
