Randolph, Mass., Nov. 17. The Ran-

dolph Savings Bank was raided today
by four armed men who bound Treas-
urer N. Irving Toiman, a woman clerk
and a customer, stripped the vault of
bonds, cash and valuables estimated
at $40,000 to ?50.000 and fled in an au-

tomobile in which they had come.
They left no clue except the automo-
bile registry number. The men were
of foreign extraction. Treasurer Toi-
man said.

Depositors are protected against the
loss, according' to the treasurer. Part
of the booty was in Liberty bonds,
some of it was in cash, and valuables
placed in deposit by customers also
were obtained by the men from vari-
ous drawers of the vault.
