TO EXPEND §7,000,000 ON
FORHER GERMAN STEAMERS

New York, Nov. {i.—More than §7,-
000,000 will be expended in alterations
and special equipment for the seyven
former German paswenger liners, ug-

gating #7.839 tons, recently allotled
by the Unjted States shipping hoard
for 4 fust possenger und mail sorvice
between the United States und Sputh
America. This was made known here
today by Frank C. Munson, president
of the Munson linec, which ‘hns been
eelected by the nhh;:‘-na board to ap-
erate and manage the ships.

All of the ships will go Inlo service
4y woon as they can be made ready,

Mr. Munson sald the steamer Moe-
casin will depart Dec. 27 with about
300 passengers, but the formal opening
of the line wili be in May, when the
liner Huron, of 10,500 tons, wili de-
part.

The service, when all the ships are
in commission, will congist of sallings
every two weeks from New York and
Buenos Alres. Ports of call, both south
and northbound, will be Rio de Jangiro,
Blnluu and Montevideo.

n ail the ships gyro stabilizers are
helmc instalied, staterooms enlarged
and provision made for speclal com-
forts in tropical zones, There wiil be
swimming tanks and gymnpasiums on
each ship.

It became koown tonight that the
Kaneas City local of the brotherhood
of railway tralnmen had telegruph-
£d national officinls of their organiza-
tion asking permission o call a strike
of trainmen and yardmen tomorrow. It
Wwas reported that the national officers
replled in such a way as to leave the
guestion entrely open and subject to
the decislon of local officials.

The union officials In t‘him-m from
whom the information was obtalned
stated that go far as they were aware
the secret conference In Cleveland had
not reached the polnt where reso-
Intions or motions for the strike not-
pally had besn preserited but that the
discussion concerning it today, ac-
cording 1o their informution, was fa-
vorable to the project and that the tie-
up could bes =xpected- within thres
days. A simijar announcement was
miade late today at the convention of
the newly orvganized labor party here

There was no intimation as to what
this government might o in event
President- Carranda  refused Lo an-
swer the note from the state depart-
ment demending immediale rejense of
Wm, 0. Jenikins, consular sgent ut
Puebla, held on a churge of connlv-
ing with bandits who Klinapped nand
held him for a $£150,000 runsom.

No attempt wa=s made to cenceal
the feellng that {he situation was
seripus und ihat Telations = betweon
the Unpited States and Mexico were
stradned.  Officials sald the three de-
pirtmenis - St War wnd Navy,
wore reads to mest any eventuality
and deal with any sluition arising out
of i more deflant attitude by Ahe Cur-
runza  adminlstration  toward the
United States,

In the abgence of advies from the
embassy dl Mexlao City offlcligs
wers. not inelined to put much fuith
in the reports coming by way of La-
redo, Texos, that release of Jepkins
“waus momentarily ecxpected" Thers
was no word to the department from

Meanwhile, the government has
checked up on the official and pri-
vite record of Jenkins and has given
him a high class rating. Officlals de-
clared there was no founlation for
the churges that he had  conspired
with tite bDandits and that informntion
from every avaiiable source showed
that Lis statement of his capture,
and the methods employed by the
bandits, was torrect in all details,
The latest reports fram the Amer-
lean cmbasgy showed that Jenkins

reavon for this sub-bureau, Martens
gald, was becnuse of plans
towards the purchass of molor cars
and tractors for the soviet., He had
negotiated w:’th the Ford Motor com-
pany. but had not, actually bhought
anything there.
