DIPHTHERIA |8 MAKING
RECORD IN THIS STATE

Dyring the past ten weeks more
then 1,300 cases of diphtherla have
hean raported by loeal health officers
to the gtate department of health. The
figures are over fifty per cent. high-
er than for any like period within ten
veurs and probably the highest in the
history of the state. Parents and
teachers should sgain be cautioned to
regard every Indication of sore throat
In a child as possibly diphtheria. No
ohild who has even a véry slight sore-
nesg of the thHroat shouwld be permit-
ted to auend schopl. When any such
case I= . distovered Wy a teacher, Lhe
child must Be =ent home and the
health offieer notified  immediately,
suys Dr. E, T. Reeks in his ‘weekly
report from the state depatment of
health.

Many Inquiries have been recelved
recently hy the state department of
health coneerning the Sehlck test and
the odministration of toxinaititoxin
The bpurnose of the Behisk tes i=
nierely to deiermine whether or not a
person Ig suscemiible to diphtheria,
Many people have [n their blood suf-
ficient antitoxin to render them im-
mune. Nursing infants have a high de-
gree of immunity due, apparently, to
some protective substance In mother's
milk; but immediately after heing
weened children develop a high de-
gree of susceptibility to Alphtheria.
Between the ages of one and two vears
nearly B0 per cent. of children are 11-
able to contract the Alzease,

By the use of the Schick test it can
be shown whether or not a child may
contract diphtherin. The test is sim-
ple. harmiess and lpexpensive. The
muterin]l used costs lesg than five
cente per lest. The test copsists of
the injection of a few drops of diph-
theria toxin belween the layvers of the
xk'n of the arm.

Biphtheria toxin should nat he con-
fused with antitoxin ta toxin-nnti-
toxin Antitoxin 9 the gerom ihject-
ed Intp o person afflicted with dlph-
therin.
