ceive Their Properties On December 30.

24.—President
Wilson tonight isaued proclamations
returning the radlrvads and cxpress

cdmpanies to private control March 1.

Fallure of congress Lo enncl reme-
dial legislation was given as  the
reason fof extending by two months
the Wme origionlly announced for re-
Iinquisking governmont ¢ontrol of the
rallrd propertics,

In his message to congress last May
Preajdeat Wilson sald Lhe roads would
be turngd back at the end of the eal-
esdar year.

“Mo agreement baving yet Dbeen
reached by congress” Secretary Tu-
multy sald in announcing the proc-
lamations, “it oecomes necessary In
the piiblic Interest to allow . reason-
able time to elapse between the Issu-
ing of the proclamation and the duate
of its eotually taking effect. The
preskdent ls udvised that the rallroad
and axpresia companies are not ore
ganized to make it paesible for them
to fecelve wnd manage’ thelr propertles
If actually turned over to them on De-
cember 31

The Esch~Cummins bill designed teo
meet conditions Inclident to the return
of the roads now Is in conference,
with the prospect that an agrecment
on diffebences between the house arél
eonate will be (hreghed out  before
March 1.
