STATE TELEPHONE BUSINESS
SHOWS BIG INCREASE

The new televhone directoties were
distributed in Norwich Monday. There
is now one_telephone for every elght
people In Conmectiont. In some of the
larger cenlers of population the ratio
is one to seven. .

Facts obiained from the (elephone
compiny show conclusively that the
vight people are using their one tele-
phone to a wonderful extent, for more
thun 222,000,000 telephone calls were
handled at the central offices of the
company during the yesr.

Included in the 2.2.009 000 ealls are
5,000,000 toll line calls, which shows
that a tremendous amount of inter-
stete and infrastate business is being
irangacted among manufacturers an
merchants.  About 180,00 talephones
wene used in passing  this  gigantic
mass of converza¥on,

To carry these millions of conver-
sativn. the Southern New England
Telephene company uses about 500,000
milex of outside telephone wire. If the
mileiage of wire in the central offices
was included the figore would be much
groater. Traversing the hizshwayaand
the byways and reaching Into everv
naok and corner of every town, wil-
Inge and hamilet, the half million miles

| of coppér strand is all located within

the 4300 souare miles of Connecticut.

If anvone tried to count all the tele-
phone- poles the Southern New Eng-
Innd Telephone ‘company has as he
travels on the trains, he would sleen
long and many times before the joh
was finighed, for there are 250,000 of
Thers are more than 250,000
miles of the company’'s wire In eables
winding their coppery way through
conduits beneath city streetsand state
highways and above them on poles.
About 85 per eent. of the company's
wires are in cables, aerial and under-
ground, so that the company is not,
in fact, eluttering up the skyline with
Ite wiren.

To serve [lz subscribers the com-
piny . has 78 eentral offices. through
which the millions of calls refarred to

pass. . Many of these central offices
gre located In modern and Intensely
practical - iplephone buildings, while

athers were once fine residences, now
tonverted Intoe hdmelike business
structures. If the reader has ever seen
the central offices In Newtown. Lyme,
Trumbull or some towns he will know
what ls meant by homelike bhulldings.

The accounting department’ of the
telephone company would be some-
thing more than a hiiman orzaniza-
tion if an otessional error did not ap-
pear in a bateh of “"LOBDOND Tills. The
wonder s _not that 4 mistake does
oocur now and then, but that mope of
them do not oceur.

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LEGAL QUESTIONS CONFRONT
ENFORCEMENT OFFICER

Enforcemeny of the national prohi-
bition amendment to the constitution
s nol A task 10 be taken lghtly, a
fact most strikingly -evident upon
cloze perusal of the law's text.

Julfus Streminu, labor leader and
probobition director for the state of
Commeoticut, hag received his olficial
aj pumtment to the latter office, It was
learned today. He will go to Wash-
ington Monday for a conference ns to
the future polity of the depaciment
he Is to organize,

The appointment arsived on Christ-
as e, and Mr., Stremlau immedi-
ately left his home in Meriden for
New Haven ,where the oath of office
was administered. He said today that
ke dig not belleve the new depart-
ment would be large, as his duties
would not necessitate a complicated
or extensive force.

Mr. Stremlau was appointed In
September, 1918, as superintendent of
the New London office of the TTnited
Sintes employment service by State
Superintendent Leo A. Korper. When
this office was digcontinged he ‘was
transferred to the office in the capitol
and remained there until the failurs
of vongress to pass the necessary ap-

proprintion caused & dissolution of
the serviee.

He representad Meriden in the men-
eral assembly of 1913. During. the

wir he was a member of the Conng -
ticut 'state ‘council for defenss. and
hns been president of the state fed-
eration of labor,

There is 4 clause In that part of the
pet having to do with enforcemen! of
wartime prohibitlon which <peecifes
that “the commissioner of internal
revenue, hls assistants, sgents and
Inspectors, shall Investigats and yre-
port violations of the war prohlbition
act to the United States aiturney for
the distriet in which committed, who
£hall he charged with Lhe duty nf
prosecuting, subject to the diFestlon
of the attorney gencral the offvaders
#s in the vca=e of ather ofWenges
apnlnygt lhp laws of the Unlted
Biator" * ¢

The same s]mfiﬁmt_ions are repeat-
ed with regard to the national proaf-
bitlon act.

One of the most formidible of Mr.
Btremiau's duties will be the jegal do.
finition, in complianee with law. of
the term “Intoxicatineg liguar.,™ * The
act deflnes 1t thus:

“The word ‘ligquer,” or the phrase,
‘intoxicating liquor® shall be construed
to include aleohol. brandy. whiskey,
gin, rum, heer; gle; porter and wine,
and In addition theresto any spirit-
nous, winous malt, or fermente] -
nquor, liguids, and compounds, wheth-
er medicatéd, proprietary, patented,
or not, and by whaitever nams called.
rontpining one-half of 1 per centum
or more of aleohol by volume which
are fit for use for beverage purpases’

The act further provides howiver,
“that the foregoing definition shall
not extend to dealcoholized wine nor
to any beverage or lguiil projuced by
the process by which beer, ale, portet
or wine is produced, If it contains lesg
than one-balf of 1 per centum f £1=
coiral by volume, and is made 18 Mo
meribed In section 37 of this tile, and
ig otnerwise denominated than as
bevr. nte or portor .and is contuned
i g0l in, or from, such sealed sad
Inbaied holtlef casks or conovnilbs nk
L  commissioner may by rezmiation
precribe.™

Mr. Streminu s chargtl  with the
following dutles of hie office prov drhz
of course heo accepts the delaved an-
pointmamnt: He shail see that no per-
#on, “on or afier the date when the
eighteenth amendmient to the comsti-
tiation of the Tnitel States goes hito
eficct,” shall. manufaetute, barter, sell,
trangport, imparl, cxport, deliver, fur-
nish or possess any intoxicating 1i-
quor excapt as authorized In the na-
tionn] prohibition act,

There are exceptioms, of conrse
Wine for sacramental porposes
permitted;: also Yiquor for non-bever-
nge purpioses. And the aet does mol
prohibit the purchases or sale of wapre-
honse receipts covering distiled spir-
its on deposit In government bhonded
warshouses,

Oither exceptions are denatursd al-
eoht ar denatured rum. profiuoced and
used in conformity “whh  the law:
medirina]l preparations unfit for hev-

erage purppsess: patont and  proprie-
tary medicines: toilet. medioinal and
antiseptle preparations and solutions

unfit for beverase pturposes: flavoring
extrarts and sirups unfit for beverage
PUrTIOSES: vinegar and preserved
sweat cider.

The penalty, which Mr. Siremlan ts
aathorized under the law to imbpoze on
viclators, Is heavy, A fine of not more
than $1000: imprisonment for not
mord than six months, s  provided:
for second or subsequent offenses,
there Is a fine of not less than $200
nor more thap $2.000, with Imprison-
ment of not less than one month, nor
more than two years.

Mr. Biremlau must go further than
merely satisfying himself that llquor
Is not being sold or consumed in de-
fiance of the law, For the “drys”
have included in their dovastating
legislation a clause covering the pri-
vate still, made, gay, out of the fam-
Iy teakettle and a length of rubber
bose. The still itself may flonrish
and quench a desert of thirst. but the
products thereof may not be svid to
anyons,

FPhysicians, who may issue permits
for the consumption and sale of liquor
for medicinal purposes, must have
permits themselves, And no Dérson
can procure [iguors for this purpose
without n permit from the collector of
internal revenue, probabiy Mr Strem-
lau when he is appointed.

The act specifies that "notling shall
prevent the storage In the United
Btates bonded warshouses of nll H-
quor manufactured prior to the tak-
ing pffect of the law, or prevent the
tfn.épurtatlﬂn of such Mqitof t6 soch
wardhouses or to any wholesale drug-
glst for =ale to suith Arugeist for pur-
poses not prohiblited when the tax Is
pald and permits may be 1ssued
therefor.”

So much for beverasge aleohol, Thers
is another side to the law, which con-
cerns Mr. Stremlau, but with which
the public 1z nol go famhiliar. " This
has to do with the industrial phase of
mﬁnm It Is apecified that—"any
porson  na producing alcoliol shall,
