FORMER GERMAN PASSENGER
SHIPS'OFFERED- FOR SALE

Washington, Jan. 2. Thirty form-
er German jassenger ships seized
when the United States entered the
war, including the Leviathan, the larg-
est vessel afloat, the Agamemnon, tno
Gevrge Washington and others which '

were the pride of the German mer--cha-

marine, were offered for sale to-
day by the shipping board.

Proposals for the purchase of the'
vessels, which may be filed up to Jan-
uary 20, will be received only from
American buyers and must include apledge to use the ships on lines des-
ignated by the shipping board.

Decision of the board to offer the
former German liners for sale wa
determined principally bf the cost of
reconditioning them for ifessenger'
service. Chairman Payne said in an-
nouncing that the vessels were for
sale. Many of the vessels jvere used
by the war department as transports
and the cost of refitting them forpassenger service has been estimatedby shipping board olticials at approx-
imately $50,000,000.

By restricting the sale of the ships
auia icau interests ana to perman

ent service on designated lines the
board expects to accomplish the es-
tablishment of its proposed passenger
service programme to all parts of the
world along the same lines tha,t would
nave Deen followed had the board it-
self put the liners into service.

The vessels of the first class tvpe of- -,

fered for sale, are: Leviathan, Agam-
emnon, ML. N'Ql'non, Von. Steuben,
George Washington, Martha Washing-
ton (Austrian), America, De Kalb, Hu-
ron, Princess Matoila, Pocahontas,
Callao, Moccasin, Black Arrow andOtsego. Fourteen -- others of the' in-
termediate type-adapte- for steerage
and cargo, including the 'PresidentGrant, Antigonne, Mercury, and Am-phio- n,

also are offered to buyers.
The ships are to be turned over to

the successful bidders upon payment
of twenty-fiv- e per cent, of the pur-
chase price and satisfactory fulfillment
of other terms of sale. Such of thevessels as are not sold at this time
will be used by the board in passenger
sen-ic- e until the whole of the govern-
ment fleet has passed into privats
hands.

NOVEMBER DEFICIT IN
RAILROADS WAS $64,500,000

Washington, Jan. 2 The govern-
ment deficit from railroad operation
during November, will be approximate-
ly J64,o00,00O, a low record for theyear, according to figures compiled
and made public tonight by the bureau
of railway economics. Net operating
income for the month was estimated
to have fallen below J20,000,000. which,
the bureau of economics declared to
be the lowest in thirty years, when
computed on a basis of percentage of
investment. : . '

Gross revenues for the month were
estimated at close to This
figure is only slightly below the high
mark .of a. year ago, but the heavy ex-
penses, due. to the coal strike,
which-als- .reduced the revenues, left
as net little of the operating reve-
nues. .. , .' . .

The, government's, net loss, the bu-
reau estimated, on-th- basis of inter-
state. commerce commission figures,
has reached J548.000.000 in the twenty-th-

ree months of railroad operations.
The bureau placed the loss for the
eleven 'months of. 1919 at more than
$331,000.000.. - ,

December returns on the rail opera-
tion was forecast as bringing another
decline in the statement issued a few
days, ago by. Director General Hines,
who pointed to, the inevitable loss in
revenues incident to the coal strike.

The conferees' agreement provides
for little change in the existing law
but more definitely establishes the
supreme rate-maki- power of the
federal commission and is' designed to
remove dbubt, raised in several cases

treatment to prisoners at - Le Mans,
France, where he commanded a mili-- .
tary police company, testified today
in explaining his difficulties in main-
taining army- - discipline.

olfme occasion,; he said, he broke
down the door of a hotel room occu-
pied by two men charged with imper-
sonating military policemen and they
threatened, him' by pointing automatic
pistols at him. - He argued them in-

to laying aside their guns and ar-
rested them, he added. Detzer ex-
plained that he did not use "parlor
methods" in examining prisoners but
often Ehdutec? at then, pointed a
menacing finger at them and pounded
the table to force them to talk.

"I did not feel I was doing my duty
in not making them tajk," he said
when asked whether he had informed
prisoners of their 'constitutional
right not to incriminate themselves.

The captain denied that he had
ever given the. order to "lift the em
bargo" on the rules forbidding the
beating if prisoners. The expression,
he asserted, originated with Sergeant
Hoyt, oneof his staff, whom he char-
acterized as "a nuisance and ,a. con- -'

siderable source of annoyance, but an
efficient operative." ",

Detzer told of apprehending a gang

of American;-- soldiers jw'ho- were ab-
sent without leave and operating a
"sales commissary" in Mamers of
goods, stolen from freight .cars. All
the allied soldiers were birred from
Mamers, Captain Detzer said, and the
Americans with their, "commissary"
were". doing a big business with the
French civilian population. . He said
the army intelligence department and
the' bureau of criminal investigation
always kept three "plain clothes" men
in Mamers.

New York, Jan. 2. Emma Goldman.
Alexander Berkman and the other de
ported radicals who make up the pas
senger list of the "Soviet Ark" Buford,
now on its way to Russia, observed
the passing of 1919 and the advent of
1920 on the high seas.- A wireless
message from the ship,' filed' New
tears day, gave her position as ap
proximately two-thir- of the way
across the Atlantic. As the ship sail-
ed December 21, the promise of a
siow and "meditative" passage is be
ing fulfilled.

As no mention was made in the
wireless message of any unusual oc
currence on board, army officers here
assume that all is well. The Buford
has taken a route well to the north
ward of the Azores. Therefore, the
first land to be sighted can be any
where between the northerly coast of
France and the Orkneys, with a pos-
sibility of passing from the Atlantic
into the North Sea through the Eng
lish Channel.

Washington, Jan. 2. The greatest
roundup of radicals in the nation's
history was conducted tonight by the
government acting through depart-
ment of justice agents in thirty-thre- e

cities stretching from coast to coast.
At midnight reports indicated that

more than 1,500 members of the com-
munist and communist labor parties,
against whom the raids were direct-
ed, were in custody,, and departmen
of justice officials expressed the opin-
ion that dayhfcfit would see twice that
number behind the bars.

Not alone was the roundup the
largest yet conducted by the govern-
ment in its effort to rid the country
of radicalism, but in the view of offi-
cials it was the most thoroughly car-
ried out. Department' of justice agents
had been instructed several) days ago
and at 9 o'clock tonight the move was
begun on the radical headquarters,
whether in Portland, Maine, or in
Portland. Oregon. '

Department of justice operatives j

wre directed to catch the radicals ;

"with the goods on," and that these
directions were canred out was evi-
denced in reports, particularly from
New York, where the offices of com-

munist newspapers were raided, and
from New England, where consider-
able literature prepared for .dissemi-
nation by the two parties was seized.

The primary object of the raids. As-
sistant Attorney General Garvan an-
nounced, was the obtaining of evi-

dence upon which the department of

The object of the raids, Assistant
Attorney General Garvan said, was to
obtain for submission to the depart-
ment of labor cases for deportation of
"a very large number - of our most
dangerous anarchists and radical agi-
tators." Agents of the department,
lie added, went out prepared to catch
the radicals "with the goods on."

The general charge of attempting
to overthrow, the government by force
and violence was placed against the
persons arrested during the raids. Of-

ficials declared they believed that sev-
eral hundred members of the com-
munist and communist labor parties
would be behind the bars before
morning. -

Officials here declared the ' nation-
wide roundup was the most complete-
ly planned and the machinery was
the best oiled for this of any raids
launched against the radical element
in this country. It was arranged some
ten-day- s ago that the raid should take
place tonight and confidential commu--nication- s

were sent to department of
justice representatives and United
States attorneys in the thirty-thre- e

cities.

GREATEST ROUND-U- P EVER
KNOWN IN THIS COUNTRY

. New York. Jan. . 2. The greatest
Joundup of radicals ever . known in
.Ms country began at 9 p. m., tonight
when an army of agents of the de-
partment of justice, armed with 4,000
warrants, simultaneously raided ev-

ery known "Red" headquarters in the
principal cities of the country. "In
New York city the raids were under
tbe personal supervision of Chief
Flynn, head of the department of jus-
tice secret service, an$l 800 warrants
were issued for the arrest o radicals
in the metropolis.

Attorney .General Palmer personal-
ly directed the great roundup from
V ashington, which, federal officials
here stated, had as its definite aim
the ridding of the United States of
every alien wTio has plotted against
tn American government. The saids
were specifically directed against the
communist party and the communist
parly.

Officials said the only difference be-
tween the. communist party and the
cmniumst labor party was one of
leadership. Both have been endeav-or , j ii.ms about the establishment
of a Soviet form of government in
this cou.ury since their organ izatioir
last September, according to officials.

Looumcnts gathered by . federal
adonis recently shqw conclusively, it
was said, that plans were drawn up
fcy tl;e leaders of each of these par-
ties to devctop a score or more of So-
viets throughout the country.
