New York, Jan. 11. Stock promot-
ers and swindlers who have been
driven from 38 states where 'blue sky"
laws exist, are flourishing in New
York as never before, according to
Edwin P. Kilroe, assistant district at-

torney in charge of the investigation
of commercial frauds.

Mr. Kilroe charges that most of the
operators are composed of "confidence
men, racetrack touts,
gamblers and men of the baser sort"
who, as soon as their crooked work
is made public move to another part
of the metropolis and resume busi-
ness under another name. 1

"it is remarkable," says he, "that in
this state, which is the financial cen-

tre of the world, the investing: public
should be left without protection and
that the Dark Age law of caveat emp-
tor should reign here."

Attacking the majority report of
Governor Smith's Blue Sky Law com-

mission as ""a prayer to allow the
predatory Wall- - Street interests to
continue--thei- r pillage without let or
hindrance," Mr. Kilroe, in a report to
District Attorney Swann, opposes the
recommendation to turn the prosecu-
tion 'of crooked "Wall Street concerns
over to four deputies and the attorney
general of the state. ' 1

("The recommendation," He says,
"that nothing be done by the present
legislature except the appointment of
a commission to redraft the penal law
is inexpedient and would accomplish
no good result. AH of the facts a
commission so appointed could pos-
sibly obtain are now in the posses-
sion of the district attorney of New
York as the result of some 4,000 or 5,- -;

000 complaints investigated in his of-
fice."

The methods employed by stock
swindlers , to fleece the unwary are
explained by Mr. Kilroe. "In the old
days," he snid. " 'sucker lists' were
prepared and used by these unserupu-lom- s

promoters. On these lists were
the names of those known to be sus-
ceptible to the i'lusionary offers made
by salesmen of ' worthless securities.

complete public informatino concern-
ing financial condition, plans, etc.. Of
concerns before they may offer stock
for sale; (7) a federal "Blue Sky Law"
which would prevent swindlers in oth-
er states" from doing business by mail,
telegraph or other interstate .means
with prospective 'victims in New
York. .

large number of faint stars which ex-

ist and the slow motion of the planet
make its detection very difficult. The
new .planet is expected to be nearly
twice as far away as Neptune and
somewhere between the earth and
Neptune in size.

It is found that the new 100-In-

reflecting telescope of the Mount Wil-
son Solar observatory, the largest and
most powerful telescope in the world,
is giving result- which are all that
could be hoped for.

On the morning of January 17, at
8.37, the moon will' pass very close
to the planet Venus. At places further
south and west it will pass over the
planet. Jpuiter can now be seen in the
east in the early evening, although it
is a morning star until February 3. It
will then be an evening star until
August 22. Saturn is an evening star
from February 28 to Septyember 1.
Venus is an evening star from July 3.
It will be conspicuous at the end of
the year.

Mars comes closer to the earth this
year than for several years, but not
nearly as close as in 1922. It is closest
this year on April 28, at a distance of
of 54,000,000 miles. There will be four
eclipses this year, two of them visible
here a total eclipse of the moon, vis-
ible here in the early evening on May
2, and a partial eclipse of the sun
about 11 a. m. November 10; Less
than a third of the sun's diameter
will be hidden here.

MUCH INTEREST. DISPLAYED
IN THE NEW PLANET

Interest in the subject of the exis-
tence of a planet more remote from
the sun and earth than Neptune, the
outermost planet now known, has been
revived by the announcement that
several xl the largest telescopes in
the world will be used in the endeav-
or to find such a planet this month,
when the unseen planet is expected
to e in the opposite direction from the
sun and. hence, nearest, to the earth.

That unseen planets exist fs not a
new idea, writes Dr. Samuel G. Bar-
ton of the University of Pennsylva-
nia. The ancient Pythagoreans sup-
posed that there must be two invis-
ible planets to increase the number to
ten, the perfect nurrber. Kepler in try-
ing to find laws which would harmon-
ize the distances of the planets was
baffled by the disproportion of the gap
between Mars and Jupiter and sup-
posed that an invisible planet must
exist there. In 1772 Bode announced
the" law whch takes his name- .which
showed that a curious relation ex-
isted between the distances of the
planets provided there was another
planet between Mars- and Jupiter,, At
this time Saturn was the outermost
planet known. f

In 17S1 the planet Uranus was dis-
covered by accident. No one was
searching for a planet, and for some
time the body, was thought to be a
comet. Uranus fitted in with Bode's
law. so soon plans were laid to search
for the planet between Mars and Ju-
piter. Before the plan was put into
operation such-- a planet was found by
accident in 1801. Bode's law was
ratislied ; but in the observation for
this body another planet was found at
nearly the same distance. This dis-
cover' was startling. It - was soon
realized that if there were two there
might as well be more. Search led
