Mr.' 'King had been identified with
the Boston- store for over 40 years.

ton store Mr. King was employed as
cash boy in the old Williams &

hester, store, where the Boston store
irst started business. When the Wil
liams store went out of business and
was later replaced by the Boston store
Mr. King became bookkeeper and
cashier of the new store, continuing
in that capacity until about 10 years
ago, when he was made treasurer. He
was also postmaster of the postal sub-
station at the Boston store. Mr. King
was 16 years of age-whe- he entered
the Williams & Chester store.

Iji Preston Sept. 15, 1873. he was
united in marriage with Eva CRoath
and the wedding ceremony was per-
formed by Rev. A. Anderson, who was
pastor of Trinity Methodist Episcopal
church at that time.

Mr. King was prominently identified
with the- - Independent Order of Odd
Fellows. He was a member of She-tuck- et

lodge, No. 2 1, of Canton Oncco,
No. 3, and of Palmyra encampment.
No. 3. He passed through the various
chairs in these organizations and on

eve al occasions he was sent as a
delegate to the sovereign grand lodge
encampment in California arid in Utah.
