Washington, Jan. 26.—Soviet Russia,
transformed hy assured success of Iis
teadership at home, is no longer fired
by the missionary zeal which led its
mgents and emissaries during the first
monthe of ita existence 10 preach
world-wide revelution, Ludwig C. A.
. Martens, who calls himself the am-
baseador from that couniry to. the
Unitesl States, testified today before a
pennte Investigating commisine.

The Soviet republic, st present, Mar-
tens said, “does not care what kind
ol government other npeople have™ und
has indulzed in general revolutionary
pronczunda only “when it was on the
defensive, and hard pressed by na-
tions which had armiss In the fdld

t It™ Todry, because (L 1=
epough (o nght the world.” it
abandoned., he added, the princi-
firer promulgated to the effect
it can be maintained only by the
destruction of other gm-n-rnmenin
¢verywhere which recognize property
rights and capitalistic organizations.

Thess stalements Martens, under
esch, made in responss to & fire of
guestions from Benator Moses, repub-
lican, New Hnampshire, chairman of
the investigating commities, and Sen-
stor Rorah, Idahs, Plainly incredu-
loits, Senntor Borah shot him query
E’ler query, rapeating varicus report-
ed manifesioes of the Federated Soviet
Fuasian Pepublilc, which called on rev-
plutionary slements sverywhere to.or-
ganize workingmen to revolt azainst
all erganized government, and de-
manding to know whsther or not every
Sovier supporter was not bound to
work for the destruction of all gov-
ernments recoznizing capital, Marisns
met him with quick. deninis.

Particularly Martens denled all con-
pection with revolutionar;, movements
in the Unilted States, though admit-
ting some knowiedge of them. He said
they were “puraly Americen, aArising
out of American conditions” und as
Eovirt agent here he had not helpe=d
pr fAnunced them or thelr followers
He had Instructions from his govern-
ment, he maid. te stay elear of inter-
ference with American internal affairg
All of his publicity elforls, very ex-
tensive as onflined in his testimony,
wrre dovoted to explaining the So-
el systém to the end that Ameri-
ecans would allew (ts recognitlon as
the establlshed government .in Ruos-
gia and were not to extend it to the
United States:

When ihe committes demanded
eoples of the actual zovernmental in-
sirsictions to that effect, Former Ben-
glor Hardwicrk of OGeorgia, sttorney
for the Soviet hurean, argusd that 1o
give them might disclose the “cods™
in which the Soviet foreign office cor-

responded with Maretns, which should
be entitled to Immunity, but pro;nixed
notwithstanding to furnish them in the
original or in sworn translation. An
adjournment was taken untll Thura-
wy partly to let Martins examine his
records for thal purpose.

Mariens also told the commiites that
the Soviel governmoent had $450,000.000
ot $500,000,000 in gold to spend in for-
eig nitrade, stating briefly that there
was “lttle or no gold in the hands of
private banks or Individunis’ and that
aboul 1.000 American cOnCErns were
ready to sell it goods:

Much of Martens' yestimony took the
form of a written statement, though
he was Interrupted oconstantly In I8
reading hy the sharply put questions
of his senatorial auditors. Besifdes on-
tering his deninl of charges tha! he
had participaled in fnanecing revo-
lutionary activities in the TUnited
States, the witness salil he was gpend-
ing 32500 a werk on the muintenance
of an organization of some 35 em-
ployes. He gave the committee the
names and addresies of all of them,
inclyging American clerks and stenog-
raphers, and press agents.

The money expemled came  {rom
Russia, he testified, in the form of pa-
per currency of Finland, Sweden and
ather neighboring  stiates, Bosides
pulishing & weekly magazine, “Soviet
Russia.” the Soviet bureau, he snid,
maintained an educational department,
degigned to help Russians -get {ech-
nical education in the T'nited States
which would be useful 1o the Soviet
government when thess persons re-
tyrped and went into. Industry: a
tgchnieal departmen:, to employ aAx-

statr-opernted Industries; a legal’ de-
partment to adviee him and othér
Russians: and a medical dépariment,
aldo designated to get Russia com-
petent practitioners and surgeons

Senninr Borah inquired as to tha
"Soviet Russia” publflcaton’s maila-
s billty and when Muartens refurned that
Fostmaster General Burlexon had nev-
er ohjected to its circulation, the sen-
ator remarked grimly amidst lnughter
in e hearing room that “it must be
all right"

Martens incidenially told of his
endesyors to secure title to properiy
of Russian consular sgents and diple-
matie represeniative’ alrendy in the
ecountry, but said he had not pressed
the mattsr in the courts hecausa the
;::‘ale department had not recognized

m.

In the face of this the democrats
walked out for a private conferénce
agreeing meanwhile to make o reply
to Senntor Lodge early tomorrow.

by Senator Hitcheock in a statement
which broadly Iatimated that faflure
of republican leaders to give ground
in ap effort 1o reach n basis of  com-
promise was due to the threatened re-
volt of republiving, Sonate  leaders
including many ardently seeking. an
end to the long protracted treaty de-
bate, frankly ndmitted tonight that
they could see o hope of agreemont,
Thie meant, they said, that the ques-
tirn would be fought out on the floor
beginning probably tomorrow, Sena-
tor Hitcheock declined to speculate
on the possihility of so early a re-
newal of hostitities, but mest demo-
erats declared nothing was to begaln-
ed by further secret conferences,

"It looks as If the jig's up," declareg
Senator MeNary, republican, of Ore-
gon. & leader of the mild reservation
group, and this seemed to hit the nail
on' the head, in the opinion of most
Eenalors.

Democrats dlseussed zenerally thelr
line of procedure and [t was tenia-
tively decided in the event of utter
failure of the conference tomorrow to
pregent to the senate modificatlons to
the treaty agreed upon by democrits
and insist tpon a vote.
