PROBABLY PLANET VENUS IS
SENDING SIGNALS, NOT MARS

Washington; Jan. 29. f By The
'

A.P.) If wireless messages are being
received on the earth from some oth-er planet, as suggested by WilliamAfarcom, it is not Mars sending thesignals, but most probably Venussays Dr. C. B. Abbot, director of theSmithsonian Astrophysical Observa-tory and assistant secretary of the
Smithsonian Institution. Dr . Abbot
makes no claim that the mysterious
wireless signals C come from anoth-er planet, but says if thev do, Mars
is eliminated as a possibility because
known conditions on that planet prob-
ably would not permit the existenceof any form of living creature.

"The planet Venus on the otherhand," he says, "shows every condi-
tion necessary for maintaining life.It is nearly the same size as the
earth and is even nearer the sun thanthe eartti is. This would apparently
make the climate considerably hotter
011 .VeniKs except for the fact that theatmosphere surrounding Venus is
continually cloudy. This universal
cloudiness, by reflecting the radiation
from the sun, reduces the temper

to about the same range as thatexperienced here on the earth. This
cloudiness also shows a sufficient
amount of water-vapo- r to support
vegetation and higher forms of life
on the planet Venus. As regards thepossibility of receiving wireless mes-
sages from another planet. Venus at
its nearest approach to. the earth Is
25,000.000 miles away whereas Mara
is at leasts 0,000. 000.

"From these considerations. It may
be concluded that if any planet istrying to signal our earth, it is Venus
and not Mars. It can be definitely
proved that Mars is unsuited formaintaining any conceivable form oflife, while the conditions prevailing on
Venus there is every reason to' be-
lieve that that planet may be .popula t-

ed by beings similar to ourselves,"

'Prescriptions for intoxicating liquor
may be filled only 'by registered phar-
macists who hold permits authorizing
them to dto so, or who are employed
by retail druggists holding such per-
mits. Pharmacists and druggists
holding such permits will procure their
supplies of intoxicating hquor from
manufacturers or other persons hold- -
ing permits authorizing them to sell
liquor.

"Persons to whom prescriptionsfor
intoxicating liquor are issued by phy-
sicians may Procure the liquor pre-
scribed through pharmacists or drug-
gists holding permits without obtain-
ing a permit.

"Physicians may also obtain permits
entitling them to procure not more
than six quarts of distilled, spirits,
wines or certain alcoholic preparations
during any calendar year for adminis-
tration to their patients in emergency
cases where delay in procuring linuor
on a prescription through a pharma-
cist might have serious consequences
to the patient. .

"Provision Is also made in the reg-
ulations for Issuing permits to hospi-
tals and sanatorium to enable them to
procure intoxicating liquor to be ad-
ministered for medicinal purposes to
patients at such Institutions and also
for issuing permits to manufacturing,
industrial and . other establishments
maintaining first aid stations author-
izing them to procure such linuor for
administration to their employes for
medicinal purposes In emergency
cases.
