Touching on the influenza situation
last year Mr. Hutchins says:-- , '

Tbe year just ended has been, full
of unusually difficult problems for the
heads of the different departments of
the hospital. In the year 1918 no hos-
pital event exceeded in importance and
seriousness, the ep'demic of influenza
which burst upon , Norwich in Sep
temoer, ana at the end ot the year
was still prevalent, though to a les-
sened degree. s

For a number of weeks practically
the entire hospital was given over to
the care of influenza patients. Most
of . the medical and surgical . beds
were occupied by them, r'iy a very
few beds being reserved for emer
gency cases. ' While we have only
ninety beds, "ninety-sev- et patients
were daily cared for for-wee- tax
ing, the nurses and others to their
utmost. Patients who could not be
cared for at home or those In almost
dying condition it was necessary to
get out of their homes to ease the
problem of home management-o- less
seriously sick ones. Many died in
few hours after being brought to the
hospital. More than half of our nur
ses were ill with influenza at one time: I

two died from the disease contracted j

in .the isolation ward; those who re- - l
covered begged to be sent back on
duty as soon as possible that they
might again be of assistance. One of
our employes who assisted in every
c'onceivnble way contracted the dis-
ease and died.

In handling influenza ' cases every
precaut'on against contagion was used
everyone being gowned, capped and
masked and great care in washing
of hands was insisted 'upon.
