The Culvers of Ancient Syria.
' liid you . ever; hear the pigeon
spoken of as the culver? Well.'years,
yes, hundreds of years ago, John Man-
devilie, an Englishman, wrote in a very
wonderful book of travels, which some

lished before printing was Invented
and was done by hand.

Honor Not All Gutohberg'.
Printing Is said to have been intro-!ui-

to the world Aug. 14, 1437. John
Gutenberg stands at the head tt the
early typographers, supported by the
genius of Schoeffer and the generous
patronage of Faust Gutenberg used
only blocks, and to Schoeffer Is one
the movable type cast from matrices.
Carton, who Introduced the art into
England, began life as a trader, but
learned printing at Cologne. The first
printed book oh record is "the Psal-
ter;" which John Faust and Schoeffer
published at Metz in 1437.
