Henry Hall, teleerabh editor of th
Norwich Bulletin about 1874-18- and
business manager of the New York
Tribune from 1S82 to 1901, died Fri-
day morning in Johns Hopkins Hos-
pital, Baltimore, aged 74 years. He
had gone to the hospital for an oper-
ation, but an attacfc of pneumonia
prevented it. For twenty years he
had made his home at the Gramatan
Inn, in Bronxville.

1881 he took the first and only cen-
sus of the shipbuilding industry for
the United States Census.

After a
faithful service of ten years ho sev-
ered his connection with this com-
pany, and in January, 1880, upon pur-
chasing the cotton mill at Moosup
formerly known as the Gladding mill,
began there the manufacture of cot-
ton yarns for the weaving trade.

Mr. Cranska mide great improve-
ments in the rnil, and introduced
machinery for tba manufacture of a
high grade of fine thread yarns. The
plant how has 22,000 spindles and in
the neighborhood of 160 hands are
employed.

In July, 1899, Mr. Cranska estab-
lished a thread fm'shing plant at
Worcester under tho name of the
Cranska Thread Co. Here the en-
tire, product of the Moosup mill is
finished. The capacity is so great
that yars are bought from other
spinners for that mill, and the finish-
ed product distributed to the trade.

The Moosup plant is known now to
the trade as the Floyd Cranska Com- -
Panv. Flovd Cranska has been the
treasurer Of both plants and his son
luciUs is president of the same. Mr
