FRENCH MEMORIAL DIPLOMAS

The first consignment of French
memorial diplomas to he presented
the nearest of kin of Norwich boys
who died or were killed while serving
in the United States navy was re-

ceived Wednesday by the secretary of
Robert O. Fletcher post, No. 4, Ameri-
can Legion. Thia consignment, which
contains, five diplomas, came from the
naval recruiting station at New Ha-
ven, and other consignments are ex-
pected from the naval .station before
the end of the week. An effort is be-
ing made to secure mejnorial diplomas
for the relatives of Norwich boys who
died or were killed while serving in the
marine Corps. Diplomas for the rela-
tives of deceased soldiers have been
arriving every day or so during the
past week.

A complete list of those who are to
be presented memorial diplomas by
the French high commission through
Fletcher post of the American Legion
at the public meeting in the Davis
theatre next Sunday afternoon will be
published in The Bulletin within., a
da- or two.

The diplomas are very attractive
and will no doubt be highly valued by
those who are to receive them. On
the diploma, which is 12 by 15
inches is size, appears a group on a
cenotaph on which is engraved In
French the following dedication above
the signature of the president of the
French republic, Raymond Poineare:

TO THE MEMORY OP

OF THE TJNITKD STATES OF
AMERSCA,

WHO GAVE HtFS LIFE
DURING THE GREAT WAR
FOR FRANCE'S HOMAGE.

THE PRESIDENT OF THE REPUBLIC
' ' ' (Signature).

The principal figure of the group
symbolizes the soul and spirit of the
American army which helped France
maintain alive the flame of the torch
of liberty and justice. '

The sword is not in the scabbardbut ready at , any moment to r"otect
and defend against the weak and op-
pressed who are symbolized in thegroup, to the left by a mother, holding
her baby to her breast and to insure
freedom and justice to the coming
generations, represented by the fig-
ures c-- the kneeling- boy, praying andthanking God for deliverance.

At the right the figure of a man,
chained and shackled, symbolizes thespirit of evil and the victory over our
enemies. Also- at the right, crown-
ing the spirit of America. stands
"Glory," who rejoice with the oldwar veteran, standing to the left of
the principal figure, symbolizing the
armies, who are always ready to fight
for the good of humanity.

Universal fame is symbolized bv the
wing-e- figure, flying over the group,
and trumpeting to the-- world, the great
triumph in which the United Statesparticipated. The American eagle,
posed on the staff of peace, watcheszealously, and stands ready to swoop
in case our enemies again endeavor to
disturb the peace of the world, so
dearly acquired.

The entire group is framed by a,
border of oak and laurel leaves which
are always discerned to the victors.

At the foot of the cenotaph the flags
of France and America are draDed and
joined together by a wreath, which is
the mark of gratitude and homage
which France pays to our sons who
gave their lives for liberty and justice.

The lines engraved on the wall he-hi-

the group are taken from one of
Victor Hugo's famous poems, and
when translated read:

"Those who died piously for theircountry have the right that at theirgraves the people come to pray."
