Madrid, Saturday, Feb. 21.—Reports
raaching here that the International
Woman Suifrage Alliance hzs dban-
doned the idea of holding a congress
in - Madrid next May cnme 85 @ Sur-
prise ta feminist leanders here The
Marquesa Del Ter, president of the
Unlon of Spanish Women, told The
Asszociated Press correspondent today
that the efforts which had been pro-
cecding to wrrange for the coagress
fn Madril had met with many diffi-
culties but were still provesding with
the hope that the matlers sventually
would be arranged.

The marquesa declared the femine
ist movement had found sympathizers
among every clhass of Spanish seciety
with the possible exorption of the
Olericenls, whose leaders strongly op-

pose any effort at the emancipation
of women especially in a political
sense.

Marquesa Del Ter, who has partici-
pated in the feminist movement In
England and France, and who during
the war wnas especially active in pro-
viding ambulances for the allied fromt
in France, safd sghe had practically se-
cured use of the royal theatre in this
city for Lthe congress meetings from
the minister of public works, but that
later such strong pressure hoad beasa
brought to bear on the part of th#
Clericals. that this assent had been
withdrawn. She added, however. that
she Intends making a direct appeal to
King Alfonsn, who, she fells pertain,
will not allow Spain to “mppear ri-
dieulous in the ‘eves of the rest of the
world” by refusing to recognize the
advancement of women and their
right to gi& thelr sviews before their
cOUNtrywomen.
