ADVANCE SINCE PEACE

United States manufacturers are get-
ting no encouragement from abroad in
dttempts to reduce the cest of thelr
producie, In fact, the first anniversary
of the Armistice showed thal the prices
of the raw matervials which they are
compeiled to bring from other parts
of the world keep.on advancing with-
out the slightest refersnce to the ces-
gation of hostilities,

The Egyptinn cotton grower, for ex-
ample, who had seen his export prices
of raw cotton increast¢ nearly 100 per
cent during the war period, could not
be persuided that he ought to reduce
his price merely,because the guns had
ceased to rouar, and he continued the
boosting process which had character-
Ized the wair period with the result
that American Importers of Egyptian
cotlton are now payving nearly 30 per
cent more for that necessity of manu-
facture than at the close of the war.
The jute growers of Indin are also
L’.err.:md’ug and receiviiyy today nn
advance of more than 50 per cent on
their prices at the close of the war,
Froducers of goatskins In Latln Am-
erlca, China, India, North Africa, and
Southern Europe, not content with an
