The fur costs about $13 to $15
pound according to quality and it takes
about three ounces to make ft hat This
is a heavy increase in price of fur over
that of a few years ago. The rabbits
ot eastern states do not furnish fur of
the required quality and- - that is account- -
ed for "by the climate. Three-fourt- of
the rabbit skins come from Australia and
New Zealand while Belgium, England
Saxony and France furnish hares, coney
and rabbits. In answer to the question
of how long rabbit fur had been used in
making hats,' Col Tilson replied "some-
thing like four hundred years."

,.' In reply to questions as to what is
done with the pelt after the fur is re-

moved. Mr. Tilson explained that it was
cut Into small strips and made ito gela-
tine for photograph films and similar ' uses.
In addition to the motion pictures shown,
the 'talk was illustrated yith exhibits
ranging from the rabbit skin m its orig-
inal shape, . through . various stages of
evolution until it became a soft or stiff
hat according to final treatment. It was
explained that soft .hats take more fur
than stiff hats and the stiffening of the
derby puts in the necessary additional
firmness. How the skins are treated,
and especially what the ' Danbury. Con-
necticut factories are doing was made a
special feature.' Mr. 'inson reterrea to
the need of the protection for the In
dustry and of good wages for the em
ployes for the work required unusual
skill, as the felt is tender and requires
expert and quick handling.

.FIRST CONVENTION.
The first republican national conven

tion convened at Philadelphia June 17,
185 (the anniversary of the Battle of
Bunker Hill), following a preliminary
session' at Pittsburgh Feb. 22. 185. There
were no precedents and no rules to govern
representation or procedure. ' It was
largely a spontaneous affair; with dele-
gates present from all tlie free-so- il states
and the border states of Delaware, Mary-
land and Kentucky. .

Manrv R. T iini n. hre9:v Tnrtifltla. wRt- -
erner, was chairman of the convention
himself a rare character. Although a
New York newspaper of that day de-- r

scribed him aa "a man six feet tall, mar--
velously lean, his front teeth out, his
complexion between a sun blister and the
yellow fever, and his small eyes glitter-
ing like those of a wildcat" those who
scoffed when he appeared remained to
oheer, because his homely eloquence
turned bedlam loose at the outset of the
gathering-- . '

William H. Seward, was the most con-
spicuous man in the party at the time,
and unquestionably could have . had the
presidential nomination for the asking;
but he declined "To permit consideration of
his name-- - As a result, the only two con-
tenders were Judge John McLean of Ohio,
whom the old Whigs favored, and Gen-
eral John C. Fremont of California, who
caught the convention with the- - romance
of his life.. ...

As a youth Fremont explored the Ilocky
mountains, the great Salt' lakes, the Sier.
ra Nevadas and the valleys of the San
Joaquin, earning for himself the title of
the Pathfinder.' He. was known, too,
as "Jessie's Choice," because of hie ro
mantic elopement as a young lieutenant
with charming Jessie Benton, daughter of
Senator. Benton of Missouri.

Fremont was nominated on the first
ballot, with 359 votes .to lit votes for
McLean.
. Wlllianr L. Dayton of New Jersey--

senator and jurist was nominated on one
ballot for vice president He polled 259
votes. Mis nearest competitor an inter
esting ' historical contemplation was
Abraham' Lincoln of Illinois, Vho polled
110 votes. ' ' ' '

LETTERS TO THE EDITOR
Babbi Wise and Americanization,

Mr. Editor: The presence and utter-
ances of such a person as the learned
and eloquent Rabbi Wise is something
which should beget some definite impres-
sions within flie minds of people, there-
fore we trust that "what we may here
say will not be considered irrelevant nor
impertinent

The topic discussed being one of na-
tional importance, and most fitly before
an audience of intelligent educators, it
cannot t that thoughful convictions
were awakened to remain. -

Very many of the speaker's affirma-
tions were well in point and merited the
applause given.

For example, when he said "America
is not only a federation of states, but
a federation of races." hence a foreigner
is not under obligation to become an
Anglo-Saxo- n to be Americanized.

That becoming an American must be
regarded in a different sense "from that of
assuming citizenship --say, in France,
Italy or in theBritish Empire, wiierc it
is impossible io become a Frenchman,
an Italian or" a Briton. The foreigner
in coming here may possess in him the
inherent qualities for American citi-
zenship, ready to come into activity aft-
er the act of his adoption.

All these aphorims are essentially
correct, and show that Americanism is
something particularly unique and ethi-
cally different from any other kind of
citizenship, and therefore its definition
is the more intricate and its attainment
a more careful and special study.

Much latitude of course, must be giv-
en to a professional public speaker, who
nust more or less mould his address so
that it shall not offend, but rather elicit
approbation ; hence Rabbi Wise was
more apt in telling what Americanization
was not than, really, what it is.

Americanization, he said, is not n,

nor Standardization. nor
Christlanization," and we would add
neither is it Judahizntion, nor Coloniz-
ationnor A ma lgamation.

If. for any reason it must be express-
ed in one. word, ve would say the most
fitting word is the legal one "Naturali-
zation."

In former days when the Immigrant
reached our shores he.. was not even call-
ed "a foreigner." He might speak out
common tongue and have a college ed-

ucation and If you please in every
way, physical artd religious, be a prop-
er candidate for citizenship. Yet he was
called a "Oreenhorn."

He .night or might not have friends
here before him who were now good
Americans and could lend assistance to
quicken his transformation but his
imperative first duty was to learn how
to assimilate with his new surroundings,
and by all means in his power to shorten
the period of his crudity and emerge
from the greenhorn state as soon as
possible.

There being no Americanization sehool
then in vogue, the task of polishing up
devolved on the candidate himself most
largely, and this was a process which
made good citizens.

The proud honor was attained by the
diligence and desire of tlie man him-
self, and not forced upon him by ex-

ternal methods, so in proportion the
achievement was prized. .

But what do we have now? Immigra-
tion cames in groups. It comes bring-
ing with it ail itja racial traditions and
antii Wlcs. It practices its ancient man-
ners and customs. Instead of submerg
ing these hi view of the new and bet
ter relations and opportunities, it col
onizes and sets up its former Ways of
life, isolating itself from the surround
ings. Indeed, even more than this,
presuming in some instances to effect
reforms among us rather than to learn,
so that the problem of our own continu-
ance as a. governing people becomes a
question as much and ft. great as the
transformation of the stranger within our
gates and the question is upon us
what kind of a new Americanism will we
teach, or what kind can we teach that
will at the same time conserve our na
tional safety and be equally acceptable, to
those we would benefit by the .gift of cit--
isenship. . :'

"With the passing of Lincoln Grant
towered above not only ail the other
generals of the Civil war. but also above
the statesmen of that day, above even
the great political parlies themselves. A
man without a party, he stood wholly for
the Union. A magnanimous victor,
aloof from the bitter passions of the men
who had only talked while others fought
he stood nlonc for the reunion of the
North iJrid South. It was less his fault
than the fault of Our political system
mm ne gave up io party wnat was
meant for all. There was no place for
him ft serve as there never is a
place tor any American to serve our
government except aa a partisan and a
politician.

When he became president it was
Grant's misfortune to know no one ex
cept his associates in the war. The self
respecting among these kept away from
him. But the self Seekers and the camp
followers crowded about a man who
never distrusted a friend. not even
when he came bearing a Greek gift and
Senator Charles Sumner spoke scornfully
of the administrations as a "gift enter- -
prise." -

The modest president and the con-- 1
ceited senator, who plunged into a bit-
ter feud, never were sympathetic.
When Grant heard sdme one say with
surprise that Sumner did not believe in
the Bible, 'he qtiietly remarked, "Well,
he didn't write it."

Another little brood that preyed up-
on Grant's kindly disposition was eom- -
posad ol a few of his relations and Mrs:
Grant's. For them he laid himself open
to a charge of nepotism, which was ex-
aggerated but which no other president
had incurred. i

Grant's first act in making up his oab-Ine- t,

was characteristic. Never having
held a council of war or consulted any
one in the army, he did not consult the
republican leaders. His secretary of the
treasury. A. T. Stewart, the New Tork
merchont could not serve because the
law debarred an importer from that of-
fice. His secretary of the navy was to
fame unknown outside his city of

It took the mails three weeks
to find,' in his obscurity, an attorney
general that the president appointed with-
out knowing where the nvn lived. In
selecting a chief justice, he. pursued the
same hit or miss plan and had to send
in a third name before the senate wouM
give its assent.

Two of the seven places In the cab-
inet were given to Galena, the president's
little home town, the secretaryship of
state falling to Congressman lillhu B.
Waehtnirne, and the secretary of war to
John A. Rawlins. There were sound
personal reasons for the selection of
General Rawlins, who had been Grant's
vigilant watchdog in the army, standing
Detween mm and the bottle and between
hi3' too trusting nature and false friends.
These latter needed now more than ever
to be warded- - off, and the untimely
deatn If this frank and loyal friend
in, the administration left a place which
remained sadly vacant- - - v

The many scandals of the administra-
tion were mostly traceable to the betray-
al of Grants childlike confidence In un-
worthy friends. "Black Friday' in Wall
Street cast ita shadow oa his family
circle itself. A brother-in-la- w had In-
veigled the guileless president into the
net of Jim FIske and Jay Gould, who at-
tempted to corner gold on the strength
of the inside information which they
had wormed out of him. Aa quickly as
Grant, discovered the trick he smashed
the corner.

The --Whisky Ring" Involved the pres-
ident's private secretary. A member of
the cabinet was irape&chea for squalid
transactions, but by accepting his res-
ignation Grant let him dodge tbe .con-
viction.

Chihuahua.
Chihuahua, Mexican border state re-

ported to have gone over to the revolu
tion, is described in the following bulle-
tin from the Washington, D. C, head-
quarters of the National Geographic so
ciety :

"Largest of Mexican states and richest
in resources. Chihuahua has an area
about twice that of Pennsylvania but a
population only two-thir- that of Pitts-
burgh.. Were its lands allocated among
its citizens, every five persons might have
more than a square mile. -

'.'Such allotments would make many
quintets of owners fabulously rich ; for a
Croesus might envy the welath of some
Chihuahua, mines. Best known of these
Is the historic Santa Eulalla, 17 miles
southeast of Chihuahua City, discovered
in 1703. but not yet exhausted, from
which have come millions of dollars'
worth of silver. Many of the sliver mines
possess ores of 50, to as4 even TS per
cent metal, and there came from one
Chihuahua mine a giant nugget of nearly
5e pounds of almost pure silver.

"Gold, lead. Iron and copper also are
mined. Farming is a major industry of
Chihuahua, and it has been stimulated by
Irrigation projects, though the agricul-
tural output has been estimated, under
normal conditions, to be only one-four- th

as valuable as the minerals.
"Cattle raising is extensive. But the

most recent, and potentially one of the
most' valuable industries of the state, is
that connected with the vast forests.
Resin and turpentine were derived from
some of the mountain timber.

"Four-fifth- s of Chihuahua consists of
undulating tablelands, for the most part
thousands of feet above sea level, offer-
ing extremes of temperature from the
bleak snow --Clad peaks m winter to the
oppressive heat of valleys in midsummer.
Rich m resources as Is the state, taken
as a whole, there are broad, arid, desert
like areas.

"In Chihuahua grows the agave, na-

ture's own antidote for snake bites, dead-
ly also to the reptile which tastes its
Julee. The curious Chihnahua dog. if his
pedigree can be verified, is almost worth
hie weight In gold. These tiny, sickly, rat-sise- d

en nines have been compared to the
sireve dogs of China. A butterfly dog"
of highest degree should weigh less thaa
two pounds.

"At Guanajuato te th Bastille of Mex
ico, tlie Alhondiga de Granadltas. once a
grain market, later a prison, where the
head of Hidalgo was displayed on a spike
(or a decade as a warning to other revo--

nitlenista. Though Hidalgo waa exaeuted
(two years before hie trial was conclud-;d- ,

Incidentally), and his army dispersed,!
he Is known as the 'author of Mexican
iherty.' lie rang Mexico's liberty bell"
