FIFTEENTH CONVENTION.

The fifieenth annuoal republican ocon-
véntlon was the mos: turbuleni, the mo=t
gpectaculur. and the most tragic of any
on the Nst.  Harly in the year ilnes
were tizghily druwn from 0oasL Y0 CO{LsL
belween adherents of President Tals,
wecking & re-nomination, and adherenis

of Theodors Roosevell, seeking 1o pre-
vent thia outcome. The battie for dele-

gates ragad violentiy In almost every
state.  As a result, out of 1,078 meata
in the convention, 254 wera under econ-

tesi wiien the tlme came
temporary convention roil

The national commitier asssmbied
Chicago, Junc & 1912, and heard these
coniesta untll Junme 15. The blttemeéss
diiiplayed 'n these hearlogs—aceenty-
mted by the oresence of Noosevelt him-
self in Chicago—cleurly prophesied the
uitimala breach which cccurred i week
later. And when the national committee
asslgned 235 of the 254 contested seats
to Tafl delegates, and enly 1% to Roose-
velt, the probability of breach became a
eeriminty.

The convention itseif gathered in the
Chicago Collseum on Tuesday. June 18,
1812—the 57th anniversary of the bat-
tle of Waterloo! The Iinitial skirmilsh
between tite forcea of tha two ¢hief poli-
tiez! gladiators came &t onee. The na-
tionul commities offered Elihu Root of
New Tork as temporary chairman. The
Foosevelt forces nominated Geoverner
Franela E. MeGovern of Wisconsin, After
o spectacular 5-hour battle, Root won by
& vote of 508 to 503, and five days Iater
was made permanent chairman of the
convention.

The next day, an =ttempt by the
Roosevelt forces 1o pul upon the tem-
porary roll the names of delegates re-
jected by the national commitiee was
beaten by & vote of 584 to (10. By this
time, the impessibility of pacific union
batwean the two contending forces was
#o obvious that there was much talk of
effort Lo agree upon & “'dark horse,” and
the numes of Governor Hughes of New
York and Governor Hadley of Miesouri
were freely discussed. But the conven-
tion was destined to ge te its bitter con-
clusion along the lines originally drawn.

Two days were now consumed by the
committes on eredentiala listening to ar-
fuments all ever agnin in connectlon
with the 234 conlesied seats—with the
sime net result previously recorded. Hut
this time the tilk of o Roosevelt bolt
was onen and generally threatened. In
the early morning heurs of June 30,
Foosevelt himaelf told his delegates
“net to sulmit to a majority having no
title in law or morals”™ The Taft forces
and the national commitiee, however, in-
sisted from first to last that they were
strictly within their rights and equities.

Always standing on
his dignity with the poiiticiens, he unbent
oply in the companionship of intimates na
fur removed (rom (he politicl fdeld ns
Jogeph Jefferson, ithe acior.

In tha four years of hiy relirement he
seldom satw mirty leaders, Yot go glrong
win the resetion against  the  ropubll-
cant and so foud the cull for his in 1587
that he returned in triumph to the White
Houge.

Under the pressure of the prezldent,
the Silver nct wasz repealad but only aft-
er a bLitter struggie which left the demo-
eratle party hopelessly  splis. The
passuge of w tariff bill divided the parly
still more.. It was such a lobby-mmde,
log rolling measure that Clevelund re-
fused to sign it but let it become a law
without his slgnaturs, After that zorry
vxhibillon of themselves, the democrats
went down ia & well-merited defeul in
the congrossionul elections ol 1894,

To complete the general demoralisation.
the railronds ware tied up in the Middie
West by a big strike under the 'cadership
of Eugene V. Deba. With the aid of in-
junctions and troops, Cleveland kept the
roads open, but his unprecedented usze of
the federal power served Lo deepen Lhe
popular feeiing Lhat he was more con-
cerned for the interests of properly than
for the Interesis of the working people.
whose wages were continually going
down.

In the depth of our domestic troubles
the president weni his famous Venzuel-
fan message to Congress. In it he an-
nouncad thit the British goveroment had
rejected all our appeals for the arblira-
tion of u land dispute which IL way press-
Ing in South Ameriea. nnd he baldly pro-
posed thut we our selves should decide the
gueation and then proceed Lo enforce our
deeigion.

Stocks tumbled headlong in Lendon
and New York. and there was much wild
talk on both sidea of the Atlsatic. Hul
the president confidently reassurad his
iroubled private seeretary, “Thurber, this
does nol mean war: it means arbitra-
tion.” And that waz the oulcome of all
Fae hoblldy, (g 'velapnd's outburst of
plain speaking hid the offect of awaken-
ing the Kneliash peopie .am never before,
te the vaiue of American friendship, and
it opened n new era in the relations of
the two gevernments,

Cleveland's hardest, 'ongest battls In
his smecond administration was for the
gold standari.. Almost alone he upheld
it through four years, abandoned by
mest of the democrats and unaided by
the pgoll republienns in congress, wheo
were afrald of “hurting the party" with
the siiver people.

Throughout these years of doubt and
panie. the bpshess  world  morbldly
walched the fall of the gold resarve
The treasury wan overfiowlng with =tver
all the while, and {f the government
ecessity of

using it Lo redeem the paper money and
bonds and to pay Its bills, as It had a
Inwful right to de, the currency and all
eredits would at once crash down ea o &
silver bumiw.

The natien’'s meney being then in the
absolute control of private inlerosts,
Maorgan, Belmont and the Nothsehilds
finally were called in to be the protectors
of the reserve. The huge profit
wrung out of the gevernment In i3 des-
peration shocked the country, bringing
cansure and even suapicion upoen the pres-
ident, who trusted rather overmuch in
the disinterested patriotism of those kings
of fnznce.

However that may be, for four years
Clevend’s strong, resolute arms held the
country from sliding down upon a sllver
bastx But for his lone, stubborn fight,
the goif siandnrd must have besen lost
Lefore the campalgn of 18%4, when he
gave the republicans the lssye on which
they elected MeKinlay, But he wus teo
Btout a partlsan to enjoy such a left-
handed endorsement and his estrange-
ment from the democrats remaiped a
heavy disappwintment.

Although he jJeft the Whis Houwe »
man without s party, men of all parties
were compelled 1o respect him, oot per-
hapg ue a greal Lut as a fearcss prest-
dent. as one of the strongest characters,
one of the most masterfol personalitics
that we huve had In the presidency. Ne
one will question the truth of his remark,
while ke was In a painful struggle with
the last onemy of all: *“I have tried mo
hard To do rigkt.™
