The fee for filing a charter is
Another section of the act provides that i

corporations heretofore incorporated
and all to be incorporated, must file the
name s of the treasurer ot
such concern. Failure to comply with the
law will bring a fine-o- f $300.

In the event of the treasurer living out
the state in the case of a foreign

corporation, a : power of attorney must
be filed with the secretary of state, ap-
pointing a- resident of the state to Vccept
service of legal process.
