These reports will keep growers advisad
regarding the general news of the local
market and in addition will tabulate the
products sold and the prices which the
growers received for them on local mar-
ket. By following these reports clossly
& grower can know approximately what
he should receive for hiz produce befors
coming to market.
It is evident that the success of this
sarvice will depend 1o a large extent up-
un the co-operation of the growers who
seil upon the local market It Is esssntial
that they give the markst reported each
morning an accurate report of the proc-
€8 ut which they sold their goods.

Special reports will be issued from time
to time Informing consumers concerning
market conditions and especially concern-
ing market supply and opportunities for
huying advantageously. House wives will
be advised on the most admantageous
time 1o can and stors frults and vege-
tables and to make preserves, jellies, ate
Many housewives complain each year
that periods of abundance for certain
produets pass before they realize it and
that they mmst then buy their materials
for canning, eta, at relatively high
prices.  This service is expected to stim-
ulate a greater demand for the products
than are in heavy supply, thus helping
to relleve giut conditions. In this way,
the producer ia benefitied, by being able
to dispose of his produce at the height
of the season for a fair prics and the

secure it al a relatively low price.

W. H. Dmrrow, extenslon agent, in
marksting of Connecticut Agriculture col-
lege, who is In charge of this work in
Connscticut, states that he will be glad
fo receive any suggestions as to how tha
market reporting service can be mads
