MAY HAVE ONE JAIL
FOR FOUR COUNTIES

If prohibition continues to reduce the
number of commiftments to the jzlls in
this stufe n proposal may be sobmitted
to the general assembly to maintain but
one jail for New Longon, Windham, Tal-
lnnd and Middlesex countles, comprising
the second congressional district.

In making ‘a stitement to this effest,
according to the Hartford Coupant, Shar-
If Charles A. Gates of Windham country
siid that while the matter hand not been
widely discussed by the puoblic, some of-
ficials of thy four countles comprising
the =econd district were agreed that If
present conditions contnlued at the Jzils
something wouid have to be done ns a
matter of busi and so ¥.

BefoFs prohibition took effect the Wind-
ham and Tolland county lalls were self-
ppying, the revenue coming from farm
products ralsed on county land adjoining
the jalls. BExpenses are larger now, be-
causs much of this land cannot be tilled
of acrount of the small number of pris-
oners. and ® has been pointed out ‘that
the enfire Second district could use the
Windham c¢ounty jall, thereby saving
money for both the county and state
The prisoners now confined in the five
jalls in the Sscond district would fill only
ahout three-quarters of the cells In the
Windham county jail.

The Windham cocunty jail property at
Brooklyn comprises. about 200 peres
Befora prohibition became sffective July
1, 1516, about one-half of this was cul-
tivated, Because prison help is S0 scarce
only about one-quarter of it 1s under
cultivation now. ‘The jail conlained 40
prisoners July 1. 1918, nearly all of whom
were victims of drunkenfiess, The aver-
ag= number of prisoners had been about
70, according to Sheriff Gatss, but now
there are but seven prisoners. Two of
these were bound over for the next term
nf ths superior court and five ars “Ja-
majea ginger drunkas” Albert 5. Fields,
jailer, sald he was doing his best to get
returns from the farm with the small
amount of help ui his disposal. The
jail han contain=d as many as 100 pris-
offers at ong time.

There ure only five prisoners at the
Tolland county jall at Vernon, and nons
are victims of drunkenness Three are
federn! prisoners, one having been con-
vioted of running a still at Stafford
Bprings, and the other two being re-
spectively charged with burglary and big-
amy. The remsaining two prisoners are
perving shorter terms on charges of
theft and breach of the peace. The jall
has 12 cells, few of which have been oe-
otpied since July 1, 1919,

New London county has two jalls. at
New London and Norwich. The Middie-
gex county jall Is at Higgranum. At each
aof them the number of prisoners has
during the past vear greatly decreased.

MecAuliffe,
federal agent in charge of enforcement

beach in- the state is being waiched, the
recently enlarged force of prohibition
agents making this pessible. Inland sum-
mer resoris throughout the state are also
being waiched for sales of liquor, Mr. Me-
Auliffe ndded.

Federal officials. Mr. MeAuliffe s5id, are
of the opinion that most of the liguor
that is being brounght imto Connecticut
comes from Canada rather than from
New York, Rhode Island or edstern Mas-
sachusetts. Because of that belief, the
northern border of the state has its anti-
liquor guard as well as the New York
state boundary. Mr. McAuliffe sald he
felt that the capture of the whiskey-laden
triuck in Greenwich Wednesday nlght was
an indication of the effectivencss of the
watch being maintained for liquor smug-
glers.

Concerning violations of the prohibition
laws, Mr, McAmiffe said: 1t is my opin-
lon that 8o’ faf as violation of the liquor
laws are concerned, Hartford is as clean
a city as there is in the state. Thers is,
of course, some liqguor being sold in the
city, but we have.evidence agalnst a few
and expect to be ready to start some
progecutiona befors long™

member; will ask an increase of about

314000 in appropriation for child welfars

work when it submits its budget for the

next hiennial fiseal period-at a meeting to
be held Wednesday. The budget will be
submitted to the gtate boanrd of finznes
for usa in drafting the general budget to
be subnfitted to the general assembly,

The board will ask.for five allditional in-

spectors of homes In which éounty home

children are placed.. The Inspection is now
done by three persons.

There are 1,600 of thesa children to he
cared for and the board thinks a staff of
less than sight insufflcient,

The salary of each inspector s $1.500,
and with an adowance of §500 for ex-
penses: the cost of maintensnce for emch
inspector becomes $2,000, A similar re-
quesl was made st the last session of the
assembly but the commitise on appropria-
tions acted . unfavorably.
