ACTIVITY IN MARKET.
New York, July 27. Liquidation in the

stock market assumed more formidable
proportions today, the. turnover of 1,000,-"- 0

shares being the largest and most
varied of any session in many weeks. An
aggressive short interest, embodied by
recent success accelerated the demand,
but hurried to cover in the last hour,
when a considerable part of the loss was
recovered.

The rebound was primarily attributed
to sudden easement in the money mar-
ket, call loans falling to 8 per cent aft-
er having held firm at S from the out-
set. A few speculative stocks, notably
Crucible Steel and Houston Oil, ended at
substantial gains.

Aside from increasing signs of credit
contraction and confirmed rumors deal-
ing with latest aspects of the general in-

dustrial situation, there was no news
to account for the marked accession of
bearish sentiment-Foreig- n
