New York, Aug. 4—The Knights of
Colambus, in  annua! convention here,
adopted resolutions today stating they be-
lieva “that Ireland has the right and
ough tto be a free and independent na-
tion.” The resolutions were adopted a
short time prior to the receipt of a lelter
from Eamonn De Valera, “president of
the Irish republie,” appealing for the or-
der's support in an effort to gain official
recognition by the Unlted States of ihe
“republic of ireland.’*

De Valera said in his letter that private
despatches he ham raceived show that
“throughout the greater part of Ireland,
British rule now 1s little more than a
system of lieensing the shooting up of
peaceful towns and villages and the mur-
der of unarmed Irish citizens by roving
bands of Irresponsible British military
marauders."” He sald it was hard to be-
lieve that America that had te endure
similar conditions in it searly struggles
s sa republic® “ean continte to mive cotn-
tenance to this British terror in Ireland.”
