The hrewarics
closed are the Connectiout Ereweries
Company, the Homw Brewing Company
and Eeckart Brothers. The prohibition
off'cers clama Yaat ‘N ‘hres biewerles
have besn manufacturing beer of more
than ne*half of ne per cent. alroholle
entent, declaring the alcoholoe meas-
uremeht of of eome of the beverages to
be higher than three per cent J

Many Kegs of beer weore soized in the
three establishmente, the total amount-
ing to 250 barrels, The federal agents
were accompanisd by a chemist, who
made tesis of the beer in many of the
kegs. It was sald that many of the
prohibition agents have been here for
tWo weeks and have secnred samples of
local beer In many saloons.

Late today internal revenue officers
filed attachments of $250 700 against
the property of each of the brewery
companiea te protect the pgovernment
in case fines are Impossd.

Paris, Auz. 19 (By the A P.)—

minished speed along the line running
from north of Warsaw to Wiodawa,
about 100 miles southwest of \Warsaw.
