His data consisted aimost entirely of
matier takes from the official bulletin
of Fred W. Upham, treasurer of the re-
publican nationa! committes but  his
chief exhibft was a typewritten lst pur-
porting to show republican  campaign
guotas imposed on fifty-one principal
sities in 27 sates and aggregating $5.-
45,000,

Names of local subscribers. Govermor
Sox maid, were ordered Rept secrel
These guotas, given as 32,800,000 for
New York clty, §$730.000 for Chicago.
§380.088 for Phitadelphia and ranging
down to 325000 for smaller cities like
Albany, N, Y., =nd Atlanta, Ga., were
wid by Governor Uox to bave been an-
souneed about the middle of July

That Senater Harding “was acquaint-
o8 with the details” of the quota plan
ind that it was also approved by Chair-
men Hays was charged by the demo-
watic candidate

From subseguent issues of the official
salletin Governor Cox quoted many re-
sorts from repablican workers through-
st the country, reporting going ‘over
the top” and in excess of the alleged
Juolas.

Announcement of the $EI45.000 me-
irepolitan guotas, Governor Cox _utd.
was made hy Harry M. Blair, assistant
& Treasurer Upham. A meeting Wwas

seld in Chicago, he maid. at which
“hairman Hays, “spoke his blessings.”
The governor charged that typewrit-

That the reputsd attempt to raise $5.-
145000 from 5! cities In 27 of the 4&
sates s fair evidence that the total
national Cfumd will be much larger. was=
geclarsd by Governor Cox, who said big
business men were prominemt on the re-
publican wars and means committee and
that the raising of funds was on a bus-
loess “sajesmanship” basis,

Governor Cox sald he depended “whelly
for the purpose of making proof of his
charges" upon official dJdocuments which
came from republican headguarters, He
did not plan to send his dain 1o the sen-
ate tampalgn Investigating commities,
stating privately that the committes
conld get it= information from his ad-
dress tongiht,

Benides his statement on republican
finances, which he prepared with preat
care (oday on the train enroute from
Evansville, Ind.. and wheh he rad to
hiz pudinoc tonight, the democratjc can-
didate also discussed the league of na-
tlona and industrial prohblems, urging
settlement of strikes without the bay-
onel,

Present day opinions of FHuropean
=statesmen on the part of this pation
should take fn the peace setilement
were lald Lefore Senator Harding today
for his consideration In shaping detalls
of & republican peiace program.

The report was brought to the nomines
by Myron T. Herrick. mormer ambasan-
dor 1o France, whd has just returned
from 2 peries of conferences with the
public men of various natjons of west-
ern FZuropse. In a publle statement Mr.
Herrick paid the western BEuropsan
stateamen now were hoplng for & return
of the republican party to power and
would welcoma the peacs =ettlement
proposed by Senator Harding.

The former ambassador also Intlmated
that the world court plan now belng
formuiated. shroad by Elihu Root and
the representatives European nations
would hivera large place In 1he uro-
eram as finally placed before the coun-
iry.

Leagne of Natlons

The league of natjons issue also was
discussed hy the candidate today with
former senator George Sutherland of
Utah.

That the nation must not
but must “play its proper part”
world's affairs was emphasized by the
nominee talking today to a group of
Marlon county scheol leachers. He also
promized to tise his influence for higher
school standards and for better pay for
teachers.

Mr. Herrick deciared the position of
tha republiesn party woas fully under-
stood In Burope while Pry B2nt Wilson
hud been discredited because the nation
had not accepted his peace plan,

“1f President Wilson had sent a peace
commission of properiy equipped  dele-
gater, said Mr, Herrick “and they had
made the hases of a sound pesce, say in
Junuary of 1819, Europe would have
agreed readlly. For the tragic fallura
to accomplish this, the President alone
was responsible, and all Europe now
knows it T talked with very many of
the foremosi stateemen of Europe and
T know that this statement reflects their
uttitude.

“They

hold aloof
in the

persistently inquijred why we
did molL submit to them the reservations
adopted by the s2nate. Without excep-
tion, they insisted that If these had been
submitted to them, they would Instantly
have atqulésced In them. 1 expluinad
tlme an agajn that the senate has no
channel through which it can commufi-
cate over the head of the President with
foreign governments.

“As to the military alliance provided
under article X of the league covenant,
the Russo-Polish war has been complete
proof of its utter inefiicacy. England
conld not send troops Because of domes-

tic potitical conditlons InEngland, wa
eould not send them, France was not
able to furnlsh the necessary force. At

the firet test the military allignes prov-
ed a complate failure and all the states-
men and publicists of Europe acknowl-
edged the fact.

*The people and the statesmen of
western Eutrope now realize that (helr
hope lies In the return of the republi-
can pariy to power. They know that
the republican party has always been
tha one with wision and understanding
of international adfairs. They under-
stand that with the republican party
again in power it will be ready and
able 1o effectively cooperate witht
them to stop the spread of bolshevism.

“While in Burope 1 talked among
others with Flih» Tant. Ha will be home
T think very shortly and I anticipate
that his return wiul be followed by an-
nouncement of wvery [mportant accomp-
lishments that will go far toward elari-
fying the entire International situation.”

In his talk to the tsachers. Senator
Harding recalled his own eariy experi-
ences as the mastsr of a country school
and declared that teachers ‘shonld be
compensated as lberally, is not more 1ib-
eraily than anay other profession.”™

“The mormaley’ volced by thelr eandi-
data as visioned by his masters,” said
Governor Cox, referring to Senntor Hard-
ing. “is bayonels at the factory door, un-
restrained profiteering at the gates of the
far—the burden of government on shoul-
ders othar than their own, and tha fed-
eral peserve system an annex to big bus-
iness. When the American people fully
graep the sinister menace hanging over
them they will ghun it as a plague.”

Returning 1o the eampaign fund ques-
tion, Governor Cox reminded hix audi-
ence that recent contribution of large
sums by husiness interests hegan In the
case of Senator Newberry of Michigan,

Danger of Corrapt Campalgn,

His present charges. the governor de-
clared, of a fund “so stupendm as to ex-
ceed the 1 of legit

mean bBut eme thln:—hnmlnnt dmam
of an odious and perrupt campalgn.

“One would have thought” sald the
speaker, “that the Newberry experience
would have had its restruining influence
on subsequent events, but the resolve of
ceriain interests to take over the affairs
of our government amounts apparently to
4 mania. Upaffeeted by the Newberry
episode, money was spent after it had
been collected from business interests in
the pre-convention eampaign in such
sums that the whole country was shocked
by the seandal. Millions of dollars ad-
mittedly were expenses in behalf of its
candidates,

“The Newberry affair and the prelim-
inarjes to the nationul convention are now
admitted public facts. They are recount-
ed as first symptoms of an iniquitous
contagion that continues. Judging the
future by the past, the people themselves
must bring [t to an end. Nothing ap-
parently, except the stiff shock of ex-
pressed public condemnation at the polls,
will be effectiva

Governor Cox relstad how the republi-
can wuys and means commitize was or-
sanized last December angd Ita work, he
suld, was “vigorously pushed from the
very first." Its local chairmen, he said,
were “business men, in most instances
very weallhy men."

“It took o: the impetus of a commer-
cial enthusiasm.” Governor Cox contin-
ired.  “The philosophy rumning througn
all the liternture is emphasized by the
recurrent terms of salesmanship. The
plan was not only to urganize every staie
but ‘every county in the Unitsd States
Definite guotas were established in pre-
cigely the same manner aa the Liberty
loan eampaigns were conducted, popula-
tlon and bunk deposits apparently being
the base of caleulationa. In addition to
the locxl chairmen, state managers were
engaged, traveling representatives oper-
ated between them and the community
organizations. salaries running as high as
five thousand dollars 2 week and expensges
have been paid in order to create and
maintain  enthugiasm and morale. An
officinl document was published, intended,
as it will later be shown, for the eyes ex-
clusively of the men and corporations
who are a part of the movement”

Governor (Cox quoted at lengih
many lgsues of the gham "bulletin.™ The
first issua of July 17. the candidate said,
contiined this gentenoe:

“Nobody is going to have anything to
do withy this bulletin whoe has not had
actunl experience in digging up money
in the fleld.”

A statement by Mr. Upham said that
Senator Harding's election was the “joh”™
and invelved “the simplest principles of
salesmanship, knowledge In our goods,
faith in our goods, tact and energy In
presenting outr goods," Governor Cox de-
clared.

Court Grants N. .
R. R. Merger Request

Includes Harlem River and
Port Chester and Central

of New England Compan-
ies.

New York, Aug. 26.—The New TYork,
New Haven and Hartford railroad was
authorized to merge or consolidate with
itself the Harlem River and Port Chester
Railroad company and the Central New
England Railway company, !n an ordar
signed today by Faderal Judge Julius M,
Mayer. The order modifies the dissolu-
tion decres of Oet. 17, 1914, entared on
the Sherman law monopoly suit institut-
2d by the government against the New
York, New Haven and Hartford Rallroad
company, It nrovides that the merger
can be made upon obtaining all necessary
consent from the state and 1 au-
thorities:

In asking for the modification of the
decree, the New Haven railroad informed
Judge Maver that on March 1 last, after
termination of federal control, it was In-
debted to the TUnited States government
for substantially 266000,000. This in-
cluded its short term indebtedness of $41.-
000,000 which matured April 15, 1818, and
for funda advanced for additions ‘and bet-
terments, and far estimated oxcess of
debita and credits at the beginning of
federal control.

The company further stated it was ar-
ranging for & new government Joan of
13,000,000, nesded for additional locomo-
tives, improvements and beiterments.

in order to facilitate plans for refund-
Ing itz debt and for financing Its business,
the New Haven stated it was important
that its property be kept as far aa posai-
blie unencumbered, and belleved that the
merger with its two sobsidiary corpora-
tions would facilitate its plan for perma-
nent financing.
