Ewven at the time it was
wall understood at what sacrifice we
were being kept out of the war and now
it is not to be supposed that in view of
all the experience we hive had and all
that has been pointed out reégarding the
lesgue of nations that the talk about
keaping us out of war i golng to be
awallowsd by the American people, In
this cofinection Chatrman Hays of the
republican natiomal committee well said
the other day that he would leave it to
the American women to say whether
they weres willlng to endorss the league
of nations and make it possible for the
American boys to be called into service
to partiz'pate 14 wars throughout the
world.
