Rural Carrier Examination.
The United States Civil Service com-

mission has announced an examination
for the county of New London to be held
at New London and Norwich, on October
23. 1890. to fin the position of rural car-
rier at Niantic, Conn., and vacancies that
may later occur on rural routes from
other post offices in the above-mention-

county. The examination will be open
only to citizens who are actually domi-
ciled in the territory of a post office in
the county and who meet the other re-
quirements set forth in Form No. 1977.
Both men and women, if qualified, may
enter this examination, but appointing of-
ficers have the legal right to specify the
sex desired in requesting certification of
eligibles. Women will not be considered
for rural carrier appointment unless they
are the widows of U. S. soldiers, sailors
or marjnes, or the wives of IT. S. sol-

diers, fiailors or marines who are physi-
cally disqualified for examination by rea-
son of injuries received in the line of
military duty.
