When lukewarm
atir il vigoreusiy into the kerosene,
Heep up the paddling or stifring at
least ten minute; this & quite riecas-
sary to get a real mixture which,
compleled, will be of the consistency
of thick ersam.

This emulsion will keep indefinitely
and for soft-badied ingects should be
diluted with twenty parts of lukewsdrm
wialer., Apply this to all folinge, with
a sprayer, heing careful that it reachos
the under surfacde of the leaves, aa
this I8 the fuvorite habliat of all ifi-
socte. You will probalbly have to
make more than one umm-?mlom

HOW TO WASH WINDOWS
RAPIDLY.

A profesaional house cleaner once
told me how (o wash my windows eas-
lly and rapidly,. Use a plece of
chamois gkin about fifteen 1o sighteen
inches equare. s warm water, wring
out the chamols lightly, and wash over
the window. Then wring the chamois
out of water until ag dry na pbssible,
and rub over thoe window. This will
tike off all moisture, and thers will be
no lint left. The windows will shine,
and onde tried, you will never wash
your windows by the old way.

Dress your hair
bhecomingly, use powder and rouge
with discretion, snd, above all do not
worry fret and fume over trifles
Whether your halr is light or dark,
vou will ind the following home made
shampoo invaluable for eclennsing and
for food properties: One egg volk
{heaten); borax, one ounce; lemon
julee, one teaspoonful; aleochsl, one
ounee; castile soap, one cake, Melt all
together in a double boiler and & quart
df hot water. This quantity wiil be
suMecient to last for severdl shampoo-
ing rites,

FLOWER DECORATIONS.

Here is an economical yot very pret-
ty way of making a dozen carnations
decornte as offectively as several doz-
en. Make a pyramid about ten inches
high in the center of the tahle hy set-
ting different sized howls one within
another, using tall, plain_giass vase for
the core of the pyramid. ¥ill all with
water and entirely conceal the bowls
and vase with such greenery as ferns,
asparagus, plumosus, smilax, ever-
graen, two leafed Solomon's seal or
privet to form a eolld pyramid, then
thrust a dozen pink or red carnations
into it at various angles and the result
will be quite charming. Pink ecarnn-
tions are preity in the daytime, while
red ones glow ntiractively In the even-
Ing when artificial light Is used.

The mother who has not at one time
or anotlier toid her boy or girl 1o “stand
up stralght™ or “xil up” is the exeeption,
parents aré always concerned
aloul We p.or posture of their chiidren,
and rightfully so. Bad posture Is detri-
meptal from the standpoint of heaith
Appearance, material, advantage and in
a way of character.

When the body Is held ercel and well
poised, all the crgans are in the bes: po-
sitlon for earrying out their special funo-
tion. When this is no: the case. it is easy
to sec how derangements of the h a'th
may come about This fae!, together
with the wvastly mere attructive appear-
ange of the child with good carriage, ls
to gonvince any parent of the im-
portance of any meesure dasigned to se-
oure good posture. It ls well, too, to re-
member that a well-set boy ls more apt 10
be considered in telligent and  efficlent,
and more likely to be chossn {or important
work than if he slonches into an office
with an awkward body awkwardly bandi-
ed

Elrments of bad postura, such is round
shoulders, protruding head, “sway bachk”™
flaxd or over vatnisded knees and weak
feet, often appear in young children. and
exercises for their correction must not be
delayed too long. A trained teachr of
physical educalion will know how to in-
troduce some of thes: exercises even In
the first primary grade, And be it un-
deratood, on the authority of one of the
besy teachers of posturs in the country, |
that only the corrective type of excrcises
will improve posture.
