Washington, Oct, 19—Pm Irving
Fisher's plan to stabliish the dollar by
diminishihg or increasifg the gold be-
hind the dolinr a& prices fall or rise
was pdversely reported upon today by
the Currency® Commission of the Ameri-
can Bankers' Association, Aftar a yeat's
study, the commission found that tha plan
contained “grave dangérs” and it réc
ommended against memoralizing congress
in favor of changes in the mo s¥8-
tamn soggested by the Yale mn b

“It in our concluxfon” pmission
reparted, “that Dr. Fisher's ;‘l:.n thouxh
Interéstinglys and ably wor out,

wholly Impractical and would tnwh'e
grave dangers to the stabilliy of our gola
In mny perind of crisis gince the plan
