GERMAN SOCIALISTS ADDRESSED
BY COMMUNIST CLAEA ZETEIN

Tours, France, Dec. 24.—(By The A.
P.) Clara Zetkin, member of the Ger-
man reichstag and of the executive com-
mittee of the third in‘ernationale, whose
peasport it s alleged the Frepch ‘re-
fused to visa, came suddanly into the
hall whera the French socialist congress
was in progress today, and the gession
became bedlam. M. Frossard, secrearg
of the French socinlist party, who was
speaking for the communists, was inter-
rupted and the delegates escorted her to
the platform.

Clara ZEtkin Is a whie-haired woman
of sixty. She was attired in a simple
brown dress and was cheered wildly.

“The French have forbiddey e to
come,” ghe said to the delegales, “but
like a good communist I came anyway.”

The doors of the hall were locked nnd
the telephone and itelegraph wires in the
hall disconnected, snd no one was al-
‘lowed to leave the building. She then
continned her speech, denouncing “the
Scheidemanns, Noskes amnd Heynaudels
of all nations” She also denounced the
moderates and all thoss seeking to form
an internationale in opposition-to Mos-
cow,

“Bplit your party to achieve more pre-
cious unity,” Madame Zetkin advized the
congress. “I urge you to split from your
party all soclal patriots and all vaclilat-
ing centrisis, snd form a singls revolu-
tionary foree capable of discipiine, vig-
orous action and emancipation of the pro-
letariat. l

“The barbarians who destroyed the
ancient cathedral at Rheims belong 1o
the same class, kin and family as those
who « destroyed the anclent cathedral at
Kiev," she eried, referring to the Polish
warfare againet Moscow which Was car-
ried on with allled aid.

Madame Zetkin arrived late In the af-
ternoon and spuke for half an hour, She
‘hen left with a small eacort of friends,
and no one else was sllowed to leave
for twenty minutes, to enable her to de-
part secretly as she had come.

Her visit to the congress Wwas unex-
pected, It is belleved she came by mo-
tor and is supposed that after leaving
the hall she proceeded to the German
frontisr,

SPEAEER CANNON THE NESTOR
OF AMERICAN LEGISLATORS

Washington, Dec. 28.—'Uncle Joe"
Cannon, war horse of the house of Tepre-
sentutives, today es:ablished 4 new Amer-
fcan record.

With the close of a dull house session
he paased the mark for length of service
sel by Justin Bmith Morrill, of Vermont,
who @s senutor and representative, served
43 years, nine months and 24 days. The
former speaker will bégin tomorrow add-
ing new timie o his own recoed, With the
hope ‘of reaching the ripe old age of 100,
and beating dstone’'s record of 53
years in the British house of commons.

“Uncle Joe's” achlevement will bic cele-
brated in the house tomorrow. wilh
Champ Clark, himselt a veteran, who re-
tirus March 4, leading the speak . vare-
monles. Mr, Cannon also will spuik, and
many of the older members will ask time
for a few remarks.

Waiking about the corridors of the cap-
itol today chewing his long black elgar,
Mr. Cannon told a friend there was no
use offering a little advice to younger
ropresentatives, because somebody  eise
always was thinking up smart things and
attributing them to himu The remark.
charged to Mr. Cannon, that they put
spurs on the heels of army officers to
Keep their feet from slipping off the
desk, was nevar utteréd by him.

“But whal’s the use?” he asked.

Counting his victory in  the repent
Jandslide, Mr. Cannon has been elected
to congress 23 times. Ha ig now ending
the 44th vear of service. First elected
in 1872, he has kept coming to congress
ever since, with the exception of two No-
vembers, when his people failed to return
him. On May 7. next, he will be 5 years
old. Few of his friends remember that
he was borm at Guilford, N. C. He gerv-
ed eight years as speaker, and has
been doing committ~e work =o long he
has forgotten when The astarted

GALBRAITHE CALLS SOLDIERS’

BONTS AN OBLIGATION
Washington, Dec. 28.—Testimony by
Secrelary Houston of the treasury before
the s=nate finance commiltes yvesterday
placing the cost of ecarrying out the
rendin gadjusied compensation or soldler
bonus bill st $2,3200.000,000 was charac-
terized by F. W, Galbraith, national com-
mander of the American Legion,
stalement tonight gs “a outtlefish skir-
mizh (o muddy the waters so that the
principle involved can be clouded in a lot
of fizures that mewn nothing.”

Mr. Galbraith extimated the maximum
amount the bonus bill would cost the
Eovernment at §1,878,000,000,

“Secretary Houston's whole nresenta-
tion of the matter,” sald the Legion com-
mander, “was misleading and designed to
frighten the country into a repudiation of
its obligation 1o ex-service men. The
general impression was conveyed by hi=
testimony that the passagé of the adjust-
ed compensation bill would entall the im-
mediate appfopration of billions 6f dol-
lars by the \government amnd seriously
eripple the finaneial condition of the
treasury at the presént time. The facis
are that appropriations necessary to car-
r¥ out all features of the bill except that
of cash compensation would be neghliigibla
for this vear, and for several vears to
come, and that appropriations for cash
compensation are not asked until July,
1921, and are to be spread over a period
of two years."
