HARDING COVERS A VARIETY
OF SUBJECTS IN CONFERENCE

Marlon, O, Dec. 29.—A wide varisty of
gubjects, Including the coal situution,
packer control und the -maval huilding
program, were talked over by President-
elect Harding today in n dosen confer-
ences which kept him busy from early
morning until late at night.

The' coal production problem Wwas pre-
sented to him by Danlel B, Wentz of
Philadelphis, president of the Nationul
‘Coal assgciation, who furnished detsiled
information about the present rate of
production and the outlook for the coming
year,  Mr. Harding asked many questions
on the subject, bul |t was not indicated
what attitude he took regarding gover:-
mentil regulation of the Industry. Mr.
Wentz was accompanied UF Fred Upham
of Chicago, a prominent cosl man, who
in treasurer of the republican nationul
comimiitteé,

On the subject of naval construction the
president-elect sought information from
Representitive Patrick A, Kelley of
Michigan, chalrman of the house sub-
committee which handles naval appro-
printiond. Means of cutting down expen-
ditures without erippling natlonal delense
were discussed at length, Mr. Kelley sug-
gesting that while the present bullding
program was being completed an interna-
tiona] ngreement might be perfectsd (o
limitation of armaments, He also urged
that the national reserve plan be peglect-
ed &5 an inexpensive guarantes of suffl-
elent naval personnel,

A committee from Chicago, headed by
B. B. Stafford, president of the Chicago
Ivestock exchange, took up with Mr.
Harding the queatlon of governmental
regulation of the livestock industry and
presented a plen that during the pext
{four years thé business ghould not Le
harassad tindualy by legal restrictions
They asied that a secretary of ngricul-

ture be seclected In harmony with that
policy.
With Mr. Stafford were Everett C,

Browh, president of the Natlonal Live-
stock exchange, and ay Wood, chalrmun
of the organization’s legislative commits
tes.  All the members of the delsgation
#xpressed ‘confidenice that the president-
elect would InauTurate a pelicy to reas-
gure the trade and #tabilize markets.

Another ealler was Vietoi:uf‘ La:!m
publisher of the ' Chicaga Daily XNaews,
who sald his eonference concerned vurious
domestic problems: Charles B. Warren
of Detroit, former repabliean natlonal
commitiecrthan for Michigan, also called
to eee the preaident-slect and hud luneh-
eon at the Harding home.

The day brought no outward develop-
ments regarding eabinet selenctions.
