PASTRY HINTS.

Raob a little flour on a pastry board or

magie cover, which i85 & heary plece of
naileloth. The dough is less likely to
stick to thiz heavy cloth than to any-
thing else, even a marble slab. T=e a
wooden rolling pin that revolves on &
rod, with a handie at either end. Tho not
try to maks pasiry with a pin that hes
no handles or one with the handles in
nne plece with the pin. A knitted cover
for the rolling pin helps to Keep the
dough from sticking. Rub a little fiour
over the pin. Take out entugh dough
for the under grust of a ple and knead
slightly. Pat the dough gently with the
rolling pin. holding it by the two handles
and letting -the weight of the pin fintten
out the pawtry as it is Jiften and dropped
down.
When It is about one-half Inch thick
lift pastry carefullr and quickly to be
sure it Is nat stieking 1o the cloth, then
put it doewn again and begin to roil Hell
from vou at first, lift the pin when it gets
to the end of the dough and bring it back
to its starting place each time. 1o not
roll back and forth. Then roll toward
yourself, Iifting the pin each time it geia
to the end of the dough. ILet the pin ge-
volve all the [tme on itz central axis,
This gives a light touch essentin! for the
making of good pastry.

and John Alden, bots of whom had
come to thiz couniry on the Mayflower,
John was @& hifed earpenter sndd it
would appear that Prisciila was =a
“highdorn™ malden, who, in that By
of class distinctions, could hardly re-
gard John am an eligible suitor. Bul
this marringe, perhaps as well as
his own inherent worth, as shown
his industrious apd honest charncter,
soon rose to the firet distinction in the
colony.

Jehn Alden was the last of the aign-
ers of 1he compact It was an “early
marriage.” as John Alden was horn In
1589. 1n this connection it Is well to
note one cause of the fallure of the
Ssparatist settlement to srow rapidly.
Though from the Very first there wera
women among them, the women Were
relatively few., The deaths outnum-
bered the bhirths in all the early years
A féw shiploads of marriageable maids
—such as went out to Jamestown—
would have multiplied the strength of
Piymouth. But they did not come over.

When John Alden landed at Provinge-
town barbor, in the winter of 1820, he
is credited with having been a come-
ly youth, with a ruddy complexion and
stalwart; an ideal type of the sturdy
young ocolonist Priscilia Mnilen was
génerally credited with belng the pret-
tiest girl who came over In the May-
flower.

During the vovage John came to nd-
mire Priscilla very much, but his shy-
ness kept him from ever spproaching
with any show of warmih the young
‘girl who was engaging the attention of
all the young men on the trip. Now It
happenedl  that Alden had =& warm
friendship for Miies Standish. and find-
