statutes, the following hud been submit-
ted to Thoe Bulletin: '

The opermtion of a municipal gas and
electrie department is now provided'for
by eertain sections of chapter' 30 of the

‘slatutes,

Section 502 prwlda’n'thll. o muniegal-
ity nmay furnish service and that any
person or corporstion nggrieved by ke
refusal of the municipelity to serve them
may appeal to the commissioners. . “The
commissioners’ shall then hear all the
parties interested and judge whether,
under the circumstuncel of the casg, it is
reasonable to réquire such town, city or
borotigh to furnlah gus or eleciriclyy, in
any manner coverdd by the claims in' the
appeal”

Section §03 provideg that when the mu-
nicipality shall’ obtaln a plant, a board
of gas and electrical commisaioners ghall
be appolnted. “to whom shall be en-
trusted, subject (o any ordinances or by-
laws, estibllshed by any town, by the
cormmon council of any city or the wur-
den and burgesses of any borough. tlie
operation, control, munagemant, repair of
plant, and the munufacture, generation
and distribution of gas aud electrielty, in-
cluding the purchase of supplies. the hir-
ing and discharge of empioyes, and of &
suitable clerk anl superintendent, and all
the business reluting to such manufoc-
ture, generation and distribution, and to
thh methods, amounts. (imes, prices and
quality of =upply te each pérkon apd cor-
poration, the colisction of bills, the keap-
ing of wccounts. and the custody of
money recelved for gas or electricity, or
otherwise, and the payment of bills in-

This saction (503) further provides
that said section shall, when required by
the comimon council, make a statsment
of their doings and of thé Lusiness, pe-
ceipls, disbursements, elc, In the detail
required, but does not give the common
couneil any means of wverifying such
statements. nor any control over the op-

through the enactment of ordinances.

Section 605 nrovides that the books and
acounts “shall be kept in a form to be
prescribed by the board of commissloners

Tt (505) further provides that the se-

leetmen of & town, the mavor of s cliy

. Section 506 provides that the price to

There dass
net, however, appear (o be &ny appeal
from the rate a8 fixed by the board of
commissioners.

Under Publie Tillities Commisaton.

If & municipally operated gan and elee-
tric property were placed under the gen-
era] jurisdiction of thke public wutilities
commission, the same a8 the po-called
privately owned publie uiilities, It would
then bacome sublect to the existing pub-
Tie utility’ laws, which detsrmine the pow:
erp of the public utilities commigslon and
the manner and extsnt to which publia
utliily eompanies ars ! reguiated for the
nurnots of protecting thelr customere.

Thesa "statutes are supplemented from
tima to time by special ordeys from.the
utiiitics. commission and by the speocific
orders ecovering individual and special
malters of operation and construction
which may, from time to time, be
brought to the commision,

Sectlon 3620 provides that the superior
court may. by appropriata decree or
Drocess, enforoe any of the provisions of
chapter 128, which reiates to public ser-
vipe corporations.

Saction 1621 provides that the utilities
commission shall keep fully Informed as
to the plant and squipment and the man-
ner of operation of all publie sarvies
companies, insofar as this involves the
safety of the publie and the employes of
such company. “and may ordgr such rea-
