One thing that causes a great deal of
troubie In settling ciaims s the little in-
terest shown by shippers for their own
protection, Very often 2 -person who
wants to claim indemnity for.lost Insured
packages appears in the postmaster's of-
fice without mny reeeipt such as is tssued
whenéver a package wans Insured and
sometimes with enly a haxy idea as to
when the package was mailed. All they
know Is that they malled the package,
that it was insured and that it was not
delivered. Tniess the shipper presents his
receipt 1t is g very diffioult matter to
trace the missing package. The recaipt
carries a mumber which gives the post
office clerks a clue upon which to work
and definite information demanded by
tha posi offios départment in Washington
befare the claim ean be paid.

Postmanter Murphy wishes to impress
upon ths patrons of the office the neces-
tlty for preserving their receipis and al-
50 suggpests that .the shipper write on
the hack of the recelpt the name and
address of the permon to whom the pack-
age was consigned in order that he may
easily fdentify the recelpt should he need
it In making a claim.

Previons to the last few months the
claims for loss 'of packages had to be
made through Washipgton but latzly the
postmasters of the offices from which the
missing packages were malled have been
handling this matter dtrectly with the
person makiag the elaim. Clalma are
now put through within four or five weekh
Whereas befors thpt time iy  generally
