Some cilves can take
mora milk than others without causing
any bad results, and others take the feed
best: Whatever they ctave that should
be allowed them. Where this attantlon is
oveérjooked successful growth cannot b4
expected,

Every day that the sun shines out
warm the baby calfl should be turned inte
an open lot to permit it to run and play
until it has had al] the exercise it needs,
While the calf is in thiy pen an excellent
opportunity is afforded lo give the pen
& good cleaning. Sprinkle the floor with
lime and upon this fresh bedding, thus
giving a niee dry bed for the night
There is nothing more Important to the
welfare of the eall,

When the calf has arrived at tha age
of two months, the prain ration should
be increased. Keep it prowing rapldly
by allowing three pounds = day of the
following ration: Omne huondred pounds
wheat bran, 100 pounds ground eats, 10
poundg oil mea] and 25 pounds beet pulp.
Thoroughly mix

Thix ration should he kept op for an-
other month. at which time meparated
milk should be glven in place of the whole
milk, and the former should be continued
until the animal has reached six or eight
months of age. For the voung growing
enlf thers is nothing better than milk,
even though It Is separated milk, as it
makes better growth and furnishes vigor.

Within the jast
seven or sighl years the department has
obtained about 100 Introductions of msoy
beans from Manchuria, Korea, and Japan,
fome of which grew as far north as the
Afty-second paraliel

The most promising nerthern varistiss
are the Black Eyebrow, the Mandarin,
and the Manehu, all native to & latitnde
of about 48 degreef, on ncoount of which
they are adapted te our most northern
sates. A large number of samples of
Black Eyebrow msoy benm were pent to
northern - farmers lawt vesr and eut of
531 reports returned more thuy 400 were
favorable. Reports promise & —at |n-
crease in acreage in northern states this
year.

Esedsmen are laving in sopplies  of
these more northern varieties: but many
farmern. If unable to obtsln perthery
sa¢d. will plant old warietien. such as
Ito' San. From 8 :n!&p-armt.n-f-y
beans are raised for hay,
pasture, although they are m-olmc tnq
produecers.
