at bedtime.

Liniment: Two ounces olive oil, one

ounge of turpentine, and one ounce of
ammonia. Rub briskly for 18 minutes
amil  cortinue with both until entirely
cured.

and cut into very small dice; mix this|g

with two very hard bolled eggs and
enough cream or cold, thick whits sauce
to bind It to & =oft paste. Season with
some made mustard, a ssltspoon of mu-

chopped parsley. Put lettuce In a bowl
heap the ham in the center. Decorate
with tomatoes and parsley. Pass salad
dressing,

Slices of raw potatoes and slices of
raw ham placed alternately in a buttered
dieh and coverad with milk and baked is
good with glde dish of radishes or maca-
roni and cheesa,

A cup of chopped ham, creamed, and
when hot stir in twoe well beaten eggs
and little pepper, 8Stir constantly. Serve
on toast

Ham timbals rre good served esither
hot or Yold. Mix ene cup choppad meat
with two egzs ald one-fourth eup stale
bread crumbs, two tablespoons butter,
one and ,one-half tablespoons chopped
parsiey, salt aad pepper and two-thirds
cup milk.
