IN THE DAY’S NEWS
HUNGARY.
Tha spectacuiar failure of Charles
to  re-established himself and the

House of Hapsburgs on the Hunfarian
throne brings inte sharp relief two

' divergent groups in present day Hun-

v, according to Maynard Owen
Williames, a representative of the Na-
tien Gm:r.-mmc Sgciety, who recently
visited Hungary daring a trans-Euro-
pean and Asiatic tour made especially
to study new countries and eollect ple-
ture material for The Soclety.

The bulletin lssued from the Wash-
ington, D. C. headquarters of the Na-
tional Geographlc Soglety summarizes
communications from Mr. Williams as
follows:

“Hungary encloses the largest plain
in Europe and although there is some
marshy land and barren territory with-
in the confines of the new kingdom.
which has survived the diplomatle ma-
chinery of Neuilly, Admiral Horthy
has had under his regency one of the
richest and most productive agrieul-
tural areas In Europe.

“A year ago, during the economie
hoyveott which eclosed the Austro-Hun-
garian frontler, ths geographieal dif-
ference between industrial Austria and
agricultural Hungary was especially
aceentoated. In Vienna, food was
scarce and dear. Well dressed people
were living on utterly {nadequate food
and even the foreigner, whose bhuying
powear was vastly increased by the ex-
change rate, could not secure milk or
sugar In his tea nor butter for his
bread.

“Although Budapesgt [s only a day’s
run down the Danube, conditions there
were reversed, . White bread could bé
bought throughout the city at reason-
able rates. Vezetables, fruits and meats
were cheap, Bult of manufactured arti-
cles there was A great dearth. The
Budapest women, who have a taste
and skill in drees which surpasses that
of Parisiennes, were forced to wear
the plainest of white cotton dresses,
though these detracted littla from
their fresh type of dark beauty,

“Since the war, Budapest has been
the tall which has wasged the Hun-

masy an gecasion. Al a recent meet-
ing of the National Agricultural Fede-
ration of Huagary, the audience greet-
ed a reference to monarchical succes-
slon with the cries of ‘Down with the
Hapsburgs!' apd Give us a republic
again!'

*“L.ems than one-fourth of the Hum-
garian peéople Jive in cities of more
than ten thousand and a strong cur-
rent in the flood of American imigra-
tion bhas been caused by the unwliil-
ingness of the poverty-stricken pea-
sants to till rich soil and in turm be
oppressed by gity dwellers.

_ "Although tbe Hungarian capital =
best known as Budapest, the Pesth
fquarter of the city is by far the most
imporiant and Old Buda is only a
small section across the Danube, on
the Tight bank, The casfle is also
situated on the same side of the river
and from the palace grounds one has
a fine bird's-eye view of the handsome
city, with the Goe Gothic Purliament
Bullding to the left and St, Stephen's
Church, whose dome matches In helght
the deme of the Porlinment Bullding,
the most prominent feature In  the
close-pleked city beyond the busy Dan-
ube, .

“The peoplg of Budapest love pleas-
ure and for miles nlong the river
there are bathing places where young
and old mass on the sands or paddie
shout {n graceful cances. Across from
Pesath rise pounded hills dotted with
small villages and summer villazs from
which one/ has lovely views of the
teeming city the wide plain and the
winding river,

“Reactionary as much of the genti-
ment of Budapest {s, it has an un-
usual number of monuments to Hun-
gary's revolutionary and liberal lead-
ers and many of the streets have been
numed after those whose fame came
through Gghting oppression.

*Roaming the broad plains of Hun-
gary one could often =ee pleturesque
shepherds, carrying long staves and
clad in shaggy sheepskin cloaks. Until
the coming of the World War, the
restaurants and pleasure places of the
some officers, clad in soft bdots, tight
gay caplial were ecrowlled with hand-
trousers, frogged coats and flowing
capes, trimmed with fine fur,

“These are the two types which ars
now struggling for domination of what
Hungarian soil has been left them by
the war. The militaristic bureaucracy
centered in Budapest is highly organi-
red and sirongly reactionary, Various
schemes were made, one involving the
reinstatement of Charles to the head
of (he kingdom while another looked
towward a marriage alliance with the
Rumanian ruling family. But the pea-
gants have had enocugh of monarchieal
affairs and desire a more lberal gov-
Ernment.

“About two-third® of the people of
Hungary derive their living from agri-
eulture, aside from breweries, distil-
leries and sugar mills, all of which
largely depend upon agricultural pro-
dAucts. There is little industry in Hun-
gary., Most of the fluid capital i=s In
cism has been shown frequently since
the hands of the Jews and anti-Semiti-
the regency began. The present King-
dom of Hungary Is only about ope-
half as large as the former State, al-
thouzh definite ndartes have not yet
tive propaganda in favor of a return
been determined and there is most ac-
of the former lands, in which the na-
tional and racipl elements are much
mixed. -

“The Hungarians bitterly resent the
division of their former territory and
the most common sights jn Budapest
in 1920 were flaming posters picturing
the separation of certain lands from
the Magyar domination and bearing the
words, ‘Nem, nem, soha' (‘Ne, no,
never').

“There are no hard and fast racial
or linguistic houndaries In the region
of Hungary and this not only con-
fuses world politics but makes it hard
for n traveler to tell when he orgsses
a political houndary, since many Hun-
garian subjects look the same and
wear the same costumes us do peopie,
of the -same racial stock who rml
themselves Czechoslovaks, Rumanians,'
or Jugo-Siavae."”
