THE WINTER OF THE DEEP SNOW.
There may have been colder winterd

Lhah that af 1830-21, but not «ut Jeast
within t°§. dénturies. This winter wad
knotwn ss “The Winter of tha Deep
Snow,”

and It far surpasses all recorils
both previous and after this yesr. The
precipitation of rdin and mAlted snow
for the yéar was 53.54 Inches, and thé
average for the prévious twenty-five
years was only 41 inches.

For many mofnings during the wintef
in the nerthern states the théermomatef
wis below zern, and several tlmes af
miuch as five dégrees. The greatl snow
storm, which seems to have visited thé
éntirs lefigth of the Unjtéd States,

snow, very lével and evén over the facé
of the earth.

In 1232 the follawing summary of thé
1841 winter {s récordsdi: "Depth of snow
in 1831, 4% inches. The past vear had
béen markad with many: sngniar féa-
tiires, and the extreémez in Mbistard and
temperature besn very griat;, The wit-
tér months wire attEnfléd with a fiegris
of cald found only W Arciic rbgibhe, and
iha summér months with fidofs of_rain
perutlar ta that tropieal cifmate” Thers
