The elestoral eoi-
lega was just such a device to koep poll-
tics out of presidential alections, but
the n people goon found the way
to get avound the electoral college and
make their own chpice for president. So,
too, for a hundred years, Tnited States
senalors were chosen indirectly, that is,
by state legisistures. After thorough
trial the plan of Indirect election has
been abolished, by constitutignal amen™
ment, and the peopls choose thelr own
senators. I submit that the so.called

ers ls not an § recutive, with
the power of veio on the action of com-
missioners, On the contrary he is their
dependent subordinate, so that the com-
mile=ioners ars just as really unchecked
under the monager nlan 38 under the
dlscredited commission plan. Citizens of
Indfanspolls sre just new in a post-
tion to form and express a judgment of
peculiar value on the question under
discusslon.
