When American Property
Rights Are Safeguarded
Against Confiscation.

Washington, Juno 7. The American
overnment has proposed a treaty of

amity and commerce with Mexico, it was
announced today at the stale depart
ment.

"The fundamental question confront
ing this government," the department's
announcement said, "is the saieguardinj

American property rights against con
fiscalion." It was added that the posi-

tion taken by the United Stales should
not be confused with any personality or
administration, but that an agreement
containing definite assurances in writin,

Mexico as a whole was sought.
When such assurances against confis-

cation are received, it was said, there
would no longer be any question of rec-
ognition. This statement of the admin-
istration's policy toward Mexico was
agreed upon by President Harding and
his cabinet today. The position taken
was that the question of recognition was

subordinate one, for the negotiation of '

"a proper treaty" would "accomplish the
recognition of the government that
makes it."

Nearly 1,500 Marooned at
New York Because June
Quota Has Been Exceeded.

New York, June 7. Nearly 1,500 Italian
mmigrants tonight were marooned on
steamers here because their country's
June quota under the new restrictive im-

migration law had been exhausted.
Commissioner of. Immigration Wallis

said he feared that this congestion would
lead to an epidemic of sickness, as well as
great discomfort, unless congress enacted
emergency legislation.

He said that at a series of conferences
with Secretary of Labor Davis and Com-
missioner General of Immigration Hus-
band it had been decided to recommend
receiving all Italian immigrants now at
this port and fining any steamship line
that brought more immigrants than could
be landed under the new law. These fines,
it was suggested, would equal the fare
paid by each excess passenger.

Commissioner Wallis advocated deduct-
ing the excess number of immigrants now
here from Italy's July Quota of 8.100.

SENATE ACCETTS ARMY
BILL FOR 170,000 MEN

Washington, June 7. By a margin of
four votes, the senate today accepted an
amendment to the army appropriation bill
recommended by its military affairs com-
mittee providing for a minimum army for
the next fiscal year of 1 0,000 men.

Two democrats, Fletcher, Florida, and
Myers, Montana, joined with thirty-tw- o

republicans in supporting the committee
ament, while eleven republicans and nine
teen democrats voted against the 170,000
figure. The republicans who opposed the
amendment were Borah. Idaho ; Farreld,
Oklahoma ; Jones, Washington ; Kenyon,
Iowa ; Ladd, North Dakota ; Norbeck,
South Dakota'; Norris. Nebraska; Smoot,
Utah ; LaFollette, Wisconsin ; McNar,
Oregon, and Townsend, Michigan.

The vote on the amendment followed
two days of heated debate, preeipated by
a group of senators who advocated econ-
omy in governmental expenditures, and
argued that the United States at the
present time was not in need of an army
of 170,000 men. This group after today's
roll call said they would seek another
vote on the provision governing the size
of the army. The army at present has an
enlisted strength of about 220,000 men,
and the bill as passed by the house pro-
vided for an average of 150,000 men.

Rapid progress was made today in con-
sidering the bill, which as reported by the
senate military affairs committee carries
a total of ?355,000.000.

provisions are, to be put into effect re-- i
troactively. the properties of American
citizens be confiscated on a great
scae. This would constitute an interna- -

tional wrong of the gravest character
and this government could not submit
to its accomplishment. If it be said
that this wrong is not intended, and that
the constitution of Mexico of 1917 will
not be construed to permit, or enforced
so as to effect, confiscation, then it is
important that this should be made
clear by guarantees in proper form. The
provisions of the constitution and the
executive decrees which have been for-

mulated with confiscatory purposes, make
it obviously necessary that tell purposes
of Mexico should be definitely set forth.

"Accordingly this government has pro-

posed a treaty of amity and commerce
with Mexico, in which Mexico wiil agree
to safeguard the rights of property which
attached before the constitution ot 1917
was nromulcated. The question, it will
be observed, is not one of a particular
administration but.of the agreement of
the nation in proper form w hich has be-

come necessary as an international mat-

ter because of the provisions of its do-

mestic legislation. If Mexico docs not
contemplate a confiscatory policy, the
government of the United States can con
ceive of no possioie oojecuon 10 me
treaty.

"The proposed treaty also contains
stipulation as to commerce

and reciprocal rights in both countries
It also provides for the conclusion of a
convention for the settlement of claims
for losses of life and property, which
of course means the prompt establish-
ment of a suitable claims commission in
which both countries would be represent
ed, in oruer to effect a just settlement.
There is also a provision for a just set-

tlement oi boundary matters.
"The question of recognition is a su-

bordinate one. but there will be no diff-
iculty as to this, for if General Obrcgon is
ready to negotiate a proper treaty it is
drawn so as to be negotiated with him i

and the making of the treaty in proper
form will accomplish the recognition of
the government that makes it. In short,
when it appears that there is a govern-
ment in Mexico, willing to bind itself to
tho discharge of primary international
obligations, concurrently with that act
its recognition will take place. This
government desires immediate and cor-

dial relations of mutual helpfulness and
simply wishes that the basis of interna-
tional intercourse should be properly
maintained .

"Accordingly on the 27th of May last,
Mr. Summerlin, American charge d'af-
faires at Mexico City, presented to Gen-

eral Obregon a proposed treaty cover-

ing the matters to which reference has
been made. The matter is now in the
course of negotiations and it is to be
hoped that when the nature of the pre-

cise question is fuliy appreciated tho
obstacles which have stood in the way
of a satisfactory settlement will disap-
pear."

PACKERS PETITION FOR A
REDUCTION IN WAGES

Chicago, June 7. A petition asking a
reduction of wages of nearly 100,000 em-
ployes in the meat packing industries was
filed today with Judge Alschuler of the
United States district court by the allied
packing interests. Judge Alschuler is the
official arbitrator agreed upon by em-
ployers and employes under a continua-
tion of a war-tim- e agreement.

The petition asked that the wages of
hour workers be reduced five cents an
hour and that fhe same proportionate re-

duction also be applied to piece workers'
rates. The petition cited as reasons the
changed working condition the unemploy
ment situation and the fact that the
packers are not earning a profit. It was
expected that a hearing would be held the
latter part of the week.

The petition asked that a full hearing
be held before June 19 and that the re-
ductions be made retroactive to that date
in case the hearing is not completed.

Relief from the penalties imposee". on
the packers in the form of working hour
restrictions also was asked. With the
present eight hour day in force, it was
explained, the packers were guaranteeing
forty hours of work per week and paying
over time after eight hours, it was sug-
gested 'that this be changed to a guaran-
tee of 48 hours work per week and the
agreement obliging them to pay over time
after eight hours in any one day be
abolished.

In their petition the pockers declare
that despite the last wage cut and reduc-
tion of their forces they have continued
to operate at a loss and that they cannot
continue to exist under present condi-
tions.
