Blue vitriol should he used ,, In the
quantity of 15 pounds to 50 gallons of
water, whereas, 100 pounds of sulphate
of iron may be mixed with 50 gallons.

Two methods are avails hie fnr cither
of these sprays. One way is to spray
first when the weeds are forming their
sixth or .seventh leaf, and again within
four days. The few wetds that will
crow later may be easily pulled out by
hand.

The other method is to spray when the
weeds are just beginning to blossom.
