Chamber of Commerce spoke first, saying
that the directors opposed the promiscu-
ous granting of licenses and that this
opposition was not brought by the thea
tre interests but by the business Jnter-est- s.

It was felt that it'was unfair to
allow too much opposition to the local!
theatres. It was the idea not to shut out
carnivals entirely but t bar the

"gyp" carnivals. We want clean
shows and the gambling must be stopped.
If you sum the gambling, yon spoil their
whole carnival business.

Mr. O'Rourke said he understood that
there was much opposition among the
working people to this Chamber of Com-
merce opposition te carnivals, but it
must be remembered they were bad for
the younger generation. The business
men are opposed to too many licenses,
but they are net intending to give the
theatre men a monopoly of public amuse-
ments.

Miss Hattle i. Cress, president of the
local W. C. T. U., spoke against the
carnivals on the point of their moral
influence and handed the committee some
literature from the- - national organization
to look over. She hoped that whatever
carnivals are allowed to eome will pass
inspection on moral grounds.

Frederick H. Wyant spoke briefly in
opposition and H. R. Woodward said
that if you take the games of chance
away from the carnivals they are dead.

Mayor Lersa Addresses Meattag. .

About 800 man and women wen
crowded in the town hall at $ o'clock
when the meeting was called te order
by Mayor Hebert M. Lerou. Mayor
Lerou briefly addressed the meeting,
giving a summary of the financial oon
dition of the city.

Mayor Lerou said he was gtad to see
so many voters present Hs went on
to say that it has been said that new
industries fail to come here on account
of the high tax rate but he had yet to
find an industry that has refused te
come here because of the tax rate. The
mayor said the credit of Norwich is A-- L

Reference was mads by the mayor to
certain statements that Norwich is bond
ed to the limit. That is not true, said
Mayor Lerou. He went on to tell of the
acquisition of the municipal gas and
electric plant 18 years ago and said that
today the plant stands the city $312,009
and is doing half a million in business.
If the citizens of Norwich wanted to sell
that plant tonight I could sell ths plant
and wipe out the entire indebtedness of
the cky, said the mayor. Ha also spoke
highly of the water department. "While
we have some bonded indebtedness, w
have some assets." Mayor Lerou said.

The city of Norwich does an annual
business of a million and a raarter dol
lars. That is some business.. Anything
in improvements that I have tried te
carry out has been of a permanent na-
ture. The city of Norwich is bonded
less than 2 2 er cent. when you take
out the gas and electric plant and the
water department. Wiy should we not
have some- - improvements?

City Clerk Weston C. Pullen then
read the list of estimates as prepared by
the finance committee of the court of
common council.

On ElerMea Expense.
The appropriations were then voted,

one after the other, until the Item of
$1,809 for election expenses was reach-
ed. Mayor Lerou stated that $1400 had
been fixed upon as the som for this
item by the finanse committee but that
since the election "1.9S2 had come In in
bills. He then called uop Registrar
of Voters Tyler D. Guy. who, hs said,
would make an explanation.

Mr. Guy said that since the wuiuoa
have received the vote there has beep an
increase in the work of the registrars
and deputy registrars and consequently
more expense has been entailed.
