The miners and the mine owner met

Premier .Lloyd George tonight to dis-
cuss this point.

President to Preside at Con
ference of Cabinet , and Ex-

ecutive Officials .Today.
Washington, June 27. Plans prepara-

tory to the establishment of the new
federal budget system, which becomes,
operative Friday, began to take tangible
form today. As a first step, Charles G.
Dawes, director of the budget, at the re-
quest of the president, called a confer-
ence for Wednesday of all cabinet mem-
bers and other executive administrative
officials at which President Harding will
preside,' The president also directed Mr.
Dawes to draft a tentative form for the
new budget within the next thirty days
with estimates of the absolute minimum
of government funds needed for the fiscal
year beginning July 1.

A White Housu statement called at-
tention to the necessity for economy in
governmental expenditures and said that
the tentative form of the budget should
point the way "as would be done in any
ordinary business being confronted with
the necessity for economy."

The president does not assume," the
White House statement said, "as has
been the custom under the old system
with individual departments that the
minimum of governmental expenditures
in the year is thf amount fixed by con-
gress in the appropriations."

The maximum of the budget which Mr.
Harding has asked to have drafted, is

--expected to be below the minimum
amount provided for in existing congres-
sional appropriations, the statement
added, while the economies thus antici-
pated will b? carried on Into an alterna-
tive draft of the budget for the fiscal
year beginning July 1. 1922.

Mr. Dawes did not waste words In his
call for the conference. The statement
was brief, being addressed to "the heads
and assistant heads of executive depart-
ments and Independent governmental es-
tablishments, chief clerks, chiefs and as-
sistant chiefs of bureaus and offices
therein."

"We've got to get these people to
working togethe-.- " he added later. "How
would a corporation as big as this gov-
ernment operate? Not like the govern-
ment has been. I hope. We want all cf
these officers and directors to be there
and the president of the government
corporation is going to preside."

Jt was indicated also that the sub-
ject of reorganization of the various gov
ernment departments vouId Jind its way
into the discussion at the conference.
The White House statement referred to
this phase, as a potent field for financial
savings incident to general operation of
the Budget.

SOCIALISTS ENDORSE GENERAL
STRIKE AS A THEORY

Detroit, Mich., June 27. The socialist
national convention today endorsed the
general strike as a theory and a "power-
ful weapon of the working class," but
declared its advocacy in , the United
States under present conditions would be
folly. An attempt to authorize use of
the political strike to force repeal or pas-
sage of legislation was voted down.
"Constructive criticism" of labor unions
from within was adopted as party policy.
and a resolution calling for a survey of
radical and labor organizations to deter
mine how many would in the
socialist movement was passed.

Alter two hours ot heated argument, a
vote on the resolution of the Thirteenth
ward local of Chicago to expel members
adhering to the Third Communist Inter-
nationale, was deferred until tomorrow.

The Wisconsin delegation, through
Daniel Hoan, mayor of Milwaukee, of-

fered a resolution to invite representa-
tives of- - radical labor organizations, the
farmer-labo- r party and the
league to a unity conference. The plan
was defeated, in favor of Morris Hill- -
quit's resolution calling for a survey of
the other organizations only.

Opponents of the Hoan move declared
Wisconsin socialists were seeking a coali-
tion with the league to keep
the latter from destroying them in the
rural districts.

On the Interdependence Be-

tween Their Section and
the Rest of the United States

New York, June 27. Vice President
Coolidge reminded four hundred New
ngEland bankers at a dinner here to-
night of the interdependence between
their section and the rest of the United
States. Because New England manufac-
tures rather than plows, and its whole
future depends upon bringing raw ma-
terials in and sending finished products

.out, he said, it has a right to require
reasonable and adequate transportation
in order that jt may serve the nation.

"The fur.iishir.g of this," he continued,
is a duty which reaches to the mana-

gers and operators of your own trans-
portation systems and to the managers
and operators of those other transpor
tation systems which ship in and out
of your territory.

'I speak of .this as one of the funds
mental requirements which, while bound
ed by a small locality, is nation-wid- e in
its effect, while it relates to the opera
tions of a comparatively few, yet will
make by its success or failure, the pros-
perity or the destruction of millions of
Americans, i

"This is a very pertinent example of
the of our modern eco
nomic life. There can be no permanent
prosperity ot any class or part. Such
a condition can only be secured through
a general and public prosperity. This
means that to secure this and there must
he a general distribution of the rewards
of industry."

The regretted that of
tentimes the uninformed think of a bank
as the possession of a few rich people,
and as the creditor of the people at large.
Rather, he aid. the resources of a bank
are those of the people themselves the
stock is generally owned by the. people,
and always the deposits are made by
them.

A bank is not a private institution, re
sponsible to itself alone or to a few; It
is a publu institution, under a moral
obligation to be administered for the
public welfare.

LEGISLATION DF.STRTin
BY ORGANIZED LABOR

Denver, Col., June 27. Organized la
bor will immediately call on President
Harding, his cabinet and congress to
bring 'about recognition of the Irish re-

public and will protest to Great Britain
against the "brutal and uncivilized war-

fare being conducted in Ireland."
In accordance with instructions of the

convention last week, the executive
council of the American Federation of
Labor today authorized President Gomp-er- s

to take the Irish matter up at once
with the government officials.

The council auso authorized the send-
ing immediately of a communication t
Premier Lloyd George and his cabinet
protesting against the "campaign o vio
lence and destruction in Ireland.

The council made a survey ot the work
of the convention and disposed of resolu
tions which called for protests or support
on legislative matters by authorizing
President Gompers to carry out the con-
vention's instructions.

The problem of future relations with
thej International Federation of Trade
unions was sidetracked lor tne present.

President Gompers was instructed to
send to President Harding and members,
of congress an appeal for the adoption
of the Johnson-Nola- n bill which provides
a wage of not less than (3 a day for all
federal employes.

The council also will send to congress
a protest against another increase in sec
ond class postal rates which is to go into
effect July 1. The second class zone
system was d.:lared to be "unjust and

and is but a contemptuous
overthrow of the sound postal principles
established by President Lincoln.

Congress is asked to "annul this ob
noxious legislation enacted under pre
tense of a war revenue," and is request-
ed to investigate "the entire postal ser-
vice and postal rates."

SENATE PASSF.S BILL TO
RELIEVE STATE BANKS

Washington. June 27. Acting upon a
federal reserve board recommendation,
the senate passed today and sent to the
house a measure to give state banks.
members of the reserve system, equal
latitude with national banks in making
loans which thereafter might be eligible
for

Under the bill, state banks might have
borrowers' paper rediaccunted even
where loans to a single debtor exceed
ten per cent, of the bank's capital and
surplus provided the paper was secured
by documents evidencing ownership of
marketable, staples, in
cluding livestock, or by evidences at in
debtedness the United States. .

PLAN TO REDISTRIBUTE
2,000,000 RUSSIAN REFUGEES

Geneva, June 27. (By the A. P.) The
council of the league of nations today
decided to appoint a high commission to
repatriate or redistribute, two million
Russion refugees, provided the interested
countries furnish the 250,QOI,000 francs
required. It is believed part of the money
can be made available through toe
Russian funds deposited in various plac
es. '

The council also accepted the) Aland
islands guarantees drawn up a Jomt
committee of Swedes and Finns, which
the council considers satisfactorily set
tles 'the matter.

VISCOUNT BRYCE PRAISES
THE V. S. CONSTITUTION

London, June 27. (By the A. P.)'
Viscount Bryce, former British ambas-
sador in Washington, In inaugurating
the Sir George Watson onair of American
History at the Mansion House today,
declared the United States Constitution
was "the greatest single contribution
made to government an applied science."

Knglishmen, Viscount Bryce asserted,
studied American history too lit.tle and
he hoped the Watson foundation would
bear abundant fruit In a better under-
standing between the two peoples. Ar-
thur J. Balfour, chancellor of Cambridge
University and lord president t the
council, who presided over the meeting,
at which many distinguished persons
were present, referred to Viscount Bryce
as the greatest living authority on the
American Constitution. i

The establishment of the Watson chair
is said to to be the first- - serious at-
tempt to teach American history in Eng-
land aside frcm the course begun in Ox-
ford University a year. ago. The move-
ment ia the outgrowth of the work of
the Anglo-Americ- society. The Wat-
son chair will not be attached bo any
university, but lectures will be delivered
in the various colleges. -

Discussing the relative merits of the
British and American systems of gov-
ernment, and the failure of the United
States Constitution to settle the slavery
question without civil war, Viscount
Bryce declared:

"The British parliamentary system has
for more than elehty years failed to
setVie a question, less formidable but
always threatening strife and deranging
the proper working of its own machinery,
that of securing peace and good will in
Ireland."

WAGE REDUCTIONS ON
ALL RAILROADS JULY 1
