Up to a few years ago hundreds of
cases of tetanus, many of them fata
occurred in this country as a result of
wounds caused by fireworks and blank
cartridges becoming infected during In
dependence ly celebrations, in recent
years tetanus cases have decreased due to
the care taken in avoiding accidents and
the prophylactic administration of te
tanus antitoxin by physicians to injur
ed persons.

Tetanus can be prevented m practical
ly eveny case says the state department
of health if tetanus antitoxin is given the
patient immediately after the acciuen- -

occurs. The prevenion ot tetanus m iris
way is far better than to wait for til.

disease to develop, for certain cases re
suit fatally in pite of a.l known zcez:- -
ment

Method ef Infection
The germs causing tetanus or

as the disease is popularly called
are found in street dust and dirt, par
liculariy if contaminated by animal
manure. Tetanus germs live best in t'.i
body where air is excluded. SO that deep
wounds caused by nrewcrks, nails and
blank cartridge during the Fourth of July
becauso of their peneralir.j quality fur
nish a place woere the germs grow read-
Ily.

It is by utilizing the knowledge of bow
this disease spreads, along the line of
prevention, that it has now practically
disappeared from armies, whereas form.
erly many soldiers died from slislit
wounds infected by tetanus germs.

In a similar way. wound caused by
nails. fih hooks wood pHnter and other
implements producing penetrating wound
are dangerou and should be be treat!
by a physician. Certain injuries produr
ed by a blow or by crushing hav prov.
en dangerous in the pant.

In all cases wten possible a physician
should be called to treat persona injured
in such a way as to cause deep or pen
etrating wounds, and. he wi'.l give to
tanus antitoxin so as to prevent the dis
ease from developing if he finds It nee- -

ry.
Tetanus antitoxin la supplied free to

cltisens of Connecticut by the state de
partment of health through physicians
who can obtain It from the local health
officers.
