FW WR4TREB REPORTS
HELPFUL IS HANDLING BEES

Weather reports issued by the United
States Department of Agriculture have
been used with notable success by a Wis-

consin beekeeper In tbe handling of bee
In fall and srrin.. By keeping in toneh
with the local office of the Weather Bu-

reau' at Milwaukee he learns when
weather Is likely to be mild enough for
late flights of bee In the fall before they
are put Into winter quarters and for early
release In the spring.

Honeybees develop dysentery and ofier
Sfriotra disorders If kept in the hive too
long in winter.' ' This is doe te the fact
th-a- they will not void their faces while
in the hive. It Is therefore important to
shorten the seasop. cf housing as much a
possible without running lnt dsnger of
freezing weather or higli winds which
scatter the colonies. It Is highly dura-
ble to give the bees a cleansing flight
Just before horsing.
