TO ABRBITRATE DEC

New TYork, Nov. f.—Prospects for an
early settlement of the strike of 10,000
mlk wagon drivers, salesmen and plat-
form men vanished tonight when (he
molk conference board, the emplovers'
organization, ¢ated amainst submitting
the matters in dispute (M arbliration.

The board, in a letter given to Health
Commissioner Copeland for submlssion ¢}
the sirikers' meeting at Madison Sguare
Giarden, sald:

“We ideem it inadvisable and unwise
for the publle interest to mersly defer a
preblem where conditions call for & so
lution.”

Eariler in the day union leade:s agread
to recommend to the strikers that tiey
return to thelr jobs on tha terms of the
old wage agresment, pending a round (-
bin discussion with their employ.irs
Tho contract under which the mey hod
been working expired Novymber 1. The
mén demanded an Inerease of flve tod-
lurs a weak in thelr new eontraet, where-
ak the employers had propoied a geheral
wuge reduction.

Before startipg with the
Madison Sguare Gardon, Commissioner
Copeland declared ihe employers had
1alken a stand against the public interzsts
and were “Bacrificing hmman life in an
effort break the union.'”
