American naval opinion sitrongly op-
poses retentlon by Japan of the battle-
ship Mftsu unless bLoth “ther powers
similarly and in due proporiion enlasge
thelr fleets to be retained durlng the
tan wvear holiday i{n bullding. Thers ars
indications that some members of the
Amerlcan delegation which will décide
the American attitude see strength in
the arpuments’ of Japan that tha Mitsu
might have baen included as a coniplet-
ed ghip In the retained fleets. There
was nothing te Indicate, however, that
a compromise was belns consldered in
the American group on this polnt

Britizsh eoinlon a5 to the Mutsu con-
troversy has besn withheld. Tt has hasn
indicated, however, that Great Britain
was not deslrops of undertaking any
further naval construectlon at this time,
which seems to forecast agreement with
the American wvisw that the Mutsy
should not be vetalned.
