For
the variety work two loeal seed varieties
of sead corn were used, another varle-
ty as hirhly recommendedq by tha ecol-
legfe 23 having shown oot well In trials
made over a conslderable period of time,
while the other wvarietles plantedl were
Einds commonly used &y the demonstra-
tor. In the fertilizer treatments, one
plot was put in with no fartillser, another
with acld phesphate alone and still an-
other on each of which & complate fér-
tilizer "was used which wvaried all the

The reason for starting thess fertilis-
er demonstrations with corm was to ds-
termine whether smaller amounts of sta.

The plan uséd was to secure ften
kernnls from each of 108 ears on 8ach
of these farms, after tha 100 eara had
been very carefully selsoted from the
séed corn which thess men had on hand.
Garmination tests and dlssass tests wers
on theasa various esarg at the sxperimeant
station and all ears were discarded that
tested less than 85 par cent. germina-
ton. These better seed corn plots watre
planted- separately from the other corn
and this fall the crop é<eplalist and the
ecounty agent wynt through sach plot
with the demonsirator and carefuily se-
Iected meed which will be tested both for
germination and for disense next spring.
The same method will be fallowsd next
yvegr =0 that in time wa should be grow-
Ing on thesa $armn Some extra good seed
corn. . Conslderabls interast is being
shown by mén in this place.

Potatn Growing—Four potate growing
demonstrations wern planned for in as
many communitias.
